Meeting was public session to review the architects’ revisions of the sketches of the Town Hall addition which will house the elevator and second staircase needed as a second egress from the top floor. The architects stressed that they heard very constructive comments at the public session and they took all the notes.

The parking is pulled further away from the building for snow fall. A walk-through model will soon be made available to the Town. Mires wants to make sure they are headed in the correct direction before budgetary pricing takes place.

Kris Hanson said that people in town want to see a more traditional look to the addition. She questions what the term “subservient” means in the Secretary of the Interior’s Guidelines. Tiffany Dodd says it should look like an actual entrance to the building. Dennis Mires says he wants the entrance to have a “Civic” look. Kris Hanson says that someone in own asked to have an airlock in the vestibule. Dennis Mires said that the entire vestibule will act as an airlock for the library.

A discussion about the windows at the front of the addition on the second floor led to wondering how much light is needed in the upstairs foyer, and how traditional the windows need to look. Margaret Watkins stressed that the design will not please absolutely everyone in town all at once, and asks what is actually going to work best. Kris Hanson said it’s not a matter of compromise: You have to show respect to the old building. Margaret Watkins said we will show the most respect to the old building by bringing people into it again. Dennis Mires said that we all want what is best for the building. Stephen Peach said that we are losing tack of how subservient the addition already is to the old building.  Margaret Watkins said that the architects have done a good job of listening to everyone’s opinion and incorporating as much as possible. Tiffany Dodd asked for a rendering to show on Voting Day.

The next meeting is scheduled for November 11.
