Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM

Current Use Penalties:  Scott reviewed the following current use penalties with the Board.  

· Andlinger, Franz & Linda    H4-02-01 $11,000

· GPS Properties, LLC; C4-01-07; $11,000

· Small, Nicholas; D4-01-14; $10,500

· Smith, Stephen & Therese; D4-02-03; $9,000

· Bracy, Wayne & Mary; C4-01-02; $700

After discussion the following motions were made by Tim Terragni, seconded by Mary LaValley; the vote on all were in the affirmation.  Motions passed.

· To approve the current use penalty on lot H4-02-01,  Franz & Linda Andlinger, in the amount of $11,000.

· To approve the current use penalty on lot C4-01-07, GPS Properties, LLC, in the amount of $11,000.

· To approve the current use penalty on lot D4-01-14, Nicholas Small, in the amount of $10,500.

· To approve the current use penalty on lot D4-02-03, Stephen & Therese Smith, in the amount of $9,000.

· To approve the current use penalty on lot C4-01-02, Wayne & Mary Bracy, in the amount of $700.

Abatement:  Scott Marsh explained that he reviewed lot E3-02-50 at the request of the owner, Carl & Laura Mitchell, and found that when the house was added this year the foundation assessment of $10,000 was not removed.  He made the adjustment and recommended that the board issue an abatement for $164.60.  

Tim Terragni made the motion to accept the abatement for E3-02-50 for Carl & Laura Mitchell in the amount of $164.60.  Motion was seconded by Mary LaValley and the vote was in the affirmation.  The abatement form was signed.

Veterans credit:  The board reviewed the following applications for Veterans Credits:

1. Mark St.Amand , F2-04-03, 111 Barnard Hill Road: Veteran of the Vietnam War.

2. Carl Floyd, K1-09-09, 18 Gorham Drive: Veteran of the Vietnam War.

Motion was made by Tim Terragni to accept both applications for Veteran’s credits effective 2007.  Mary LaValley seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Veterans Credit – Change:  The Board was informed that the American Legion had requested that the question be placed on the Official Ballot for Town Meeting in 2007 to increase the exemption from $100 to $500.  The Board agreed and the question will be placed on the ballot for the voters in March of 2007.

Scott Marsh returned to the meeting and advised the board that he had just had a discussion with Jim White in regard to his current use penalty on his property on Mansion Road, lot G2-05-12.  Mr. White purchase land from Rocco DePetro which was part of the Stinson Hill development.  This small piece of land was in current use and the town imposed a penalty and sent the bill to Mr. White.  It was the board’s position that this was between him and the developer and Mr. White is responsible for the penalty in the eyes of the town because he is the owner of record.  Scott Marsh also stated that he informed Mr. White of this and that he was beyond the time for appeal.  Mr. White’s issue was not the value but who was responsible for the bill.  Mr. White also asked the board if they would waive the interest because he had not submitted payment yet.  The Board voted not to waive the interest.  

Expenses were discussed with Scott Marsh.  It was pointed out by the board that the budget has already been overspent in the year 2006 by $4000.  The contract with MRI does not expire until February 2007.  It was the general consensus of the board that any further work required would have to be carried over into the new budget year of 2007.  

Timber Tax Warrant:  The board signed a timber tax warrant for Daniel & Margareta Buczala, G4-04-05 in the amount of $96.04.

Invoice from MRI, Inc.:  The Board approved the payment of invoice 16309 in the amount of $457.23 for MRI, Inc.
