Current Use applications:  Three current use applications were tabled from last month’s meeting.  All the applicants have brought in new maps and Municipal Resources have reviewed all the applications.  The board approved and signed all of the forms.  They are as follows:  Charles & Lisette Roy, D4-05-02; Kenneth Dorval, D4-03-04; Walter Chraszcz, E4-02-04.  

Constance George:  The application for current use for Constance George needed to be signed again as the first application had the incorrect lot number listed on the application.  The correct lot number is E6-03-06.  A “corrected form” will be mailed to the Registry of Deeds.

Exemptions:
The board reviewed the applications received from the Episcopal Church, the Congregational  Church and the Historical Society for exemptions for the ensuing tax year.  All were accepted and letters were signed by the board.  The only application that is still due is for the property owned by the Trinity Baptist Church.  Because the paper work was mail late, the deadline was extended to June 1, 2006.  

 Elderly Exemptions:  Elderly Exemptions were discussed.  It was noted that letters must go out to all applicants advising them that they must come in for a review of their finances in order to qualify for this exemption.  

It was unanimously voted to abate the taxes due for William Wagner, K1-11-04 due to the fact that he was eligible for a full exemption in the year 2005 and did not receive it.

MRI:  An invoice in the amount of $3,124.98 was approved for payment.

An update was given by Janice VandeBogart regarding the progress of assessing pickups by Municipal Resources Inc.  They have only 30 or so properties to assess and they will be done. 

Estimated Tax Warrant:  The tax warrant for the 2006 estimated taxes will be printed next week and the tax bills will be due July 1, 2006.

Current use Penalties:  The board reviewed the recommendations made by Scott Marsh from Municipal Resources in regard to current use penalties on the following properties:



a.  G4-03-08 – New Hampshire Traditional Homes   =  $15,000



b.  G4-03-07 – New Hampshire Traditional Homes   = $12,500
