Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM

Bryan Clark was unable to make the meeting due to a prior commitment.

Minutes of the November 21, 2006 meeting were reviewed, accepted and signed.

An Intent to Cut Timber for James and Lillon Walker, I3-03-10 was accepted and signed.

A Timber Tax Warrant for David and Darcy Schroeder, F5-01-03 was signed.

The following applications for Veterans Credits were reviewed and accepted by the board:

· Kenneth Chase – Served during the Vietnam  War, DD 214 attached, lot number I1-02-03, resident of 24 Old Hopkinton Road, Dunbarton.

· Howard MacCubbin – Served during Desert Storm, DD 214 attached, lot number E3-05-06, resident of 1007 School Street, Dunbarton.

· Ronald Ducharme – Served during Desert Storm, DD 214 attached, lot number E4-03-09, resident of 160 Robert Rogers Road, Dunbarton.

The following current use penalties were reviewed and acted upon:

· Daniel & Tiffany Eddy – Ryan, Lot B2-01-05:  The lot has a total of 12.02 acres and they have disqualified 1.4 acres from Current Use.  Based on the assessed value of a one acre home site plus .4 acres of rear acres, the board agreed to assess a current use penalty based on $82, 300, making the penalty $8,230.  The motion by Tim Terragni was seconded by Mary LaValley to accept the current use penalty of $8,230 for lot B2-01-05.  Motion carried and the warrant was signed.

· Bradford and Stephanie Klements, Lot E3-01-02:  The lot has a total of 38 acres and they have disqualified 2.47 acres for a home.  Based on the assessed value of a one acre home site plus 1.47 acres of rear acres, the board agreed to assess a current use penalty based on $87,100, making the penalty $8,710.  The motion by Tim Terragni was seconded by Mary LaValley to accept the current use penalty of $8,710 for lot E3-01-02. Motion carried and the warrant was signed.

· The board discussed the error made on the current use penalty for lot D4-02-03, Stephen and Therese Smith.  The previous penalty was calculated on one (1) acre being disqualified and it should have been .34 acres making a total of one (1) acre out of current use for a house lot.  Based on one acre home site calculations, the board agreed on a current use penalty of $2,500.  The motion by Tim Terragni was seconded by Mary LaValley to issue a warrant for current use penalty on lot D4-02-03 in the amount of $2,500.  The motion carried and the warrant was signed.

· The board signed an abatement for Stephen and Therese Smith, lot D4-02-03 to correct the above current use penalty.  The abatement was in the amount of $9,000.

Bids for Appraisal Services:


The board opened and reviewed bids received for Appraisal Services for the year 2007.  The only bid was from Municipal Resources, Inc.  The bid was in the amount of $2,000 per month for all services, or $9800 for just the pick-ups.  It was the decision of the board to have the Chairman, Tim Terragni get in touch with the company and get clarification.  


The board opened and reviewed bids received for Utility Appraisal Services for the year 2007.  The only bid was from George Sansoucy, PE, LLC.  The bid was in the amount of $5,000 for the year.  Tim Terragni made the motion to accept the bid from George Sansoucy, PE, LLC for Utility Appraisal Services for the year 2007 in the amount of $5,000.  The motion was seconded by Mary LaValley and the vote was in the affirmative.  Motion carried.  

Church and Non-profit exemptions:


Letters will be going out on February 12, 2007 to have the churches and non-profit organizations fill out the necessary paperwork for tax exemption.  The board signed four letters:  Dunbarton Congregational Church, E3-02-25 & E3-02-25a; St. John’s Episcopal Church, H3-01-04; Dunbarton Historical Society, H3-01-05; and Trinity Baptist Church, I3-01-03.

Invoice from MRI:  The board approved an invoice for payment for services rendered in November of 2006 for property appraisal.   The total amount to be paid was $276.25.  This will have to be taken out of the 2007 budget.

Legal:  The board reviewed some legal matters.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15pm.
