Meeting was called to order at 7PM

The minutes of the January 16, 2007 meeting of the Board of Assessors were approved and signed. 

The following Intent to Cut Timber forms were reviewed, approved and signed:

1. Andrew and Heather Radl, I3-03-08.

2. S & M Forest Trust, I3-03-05

3. Robert Allwood, H3-01-03

4. James Stone, G4-04-04

A request was received from the Tax Collector, Martha Rae, to have the Board of Assessors abate balances due on five tax bills that were less than one dollar in owned taxes.  The total of all five tax bills amounted to $1.33.   The motion by Tim Terragni was made to abate the five tax amounts due as follows:  

1. Cheryl Tucci and Joseph Taber, E5-05-01 for $.03

2. Robert St. Onge, D3-03-02  for $.27

3. Walter Chrzaszez, E4-02-04 for $.20

4. John C. Brown, C3-05-02 for $.50

5. Stephan and Paula Breault, I3-02-01 for $.06

Being a total of $1.33.   The motion was seconded by Mary LaValley and the vote was in the affirmative.  Motion carried and the board signed the abatement forms.

Veteran’s Credits:


Janice VandeBogart informed the board that Craig Nichols from the Department of Revenue had been in last week to review the Veteran’s Credits.  Upon inspection Mr. Nichols found that one of the applications approved previously for a veteran’s credit did not meet the qualifications outlined in RSA 72:28.  Therefore, a letter was prepared for the Board to sign advising the applicant, Andre Olivier of 18 Karen Road, Dunbarton that he did not qualify for a Veteran’s Credit and the credit would be removed from his property tax file.  The Board signed the letter and it will go out in tomorrow’s mail.

The Board reviewed an application for Veteran’s credit from Richard Cooper of 11 Hawk Lane Dunbarton.  Mr. Cooper qualified for a veteran’s credit having served between the dates of September 14, 2004 and December 31, 2005, Desert Storm.  The board approved his application and signed his PA-29.   A copy of Mr. Cooper’s DD214 was attached to his green card.

The Board reviewed an application for Veteran’s credit from John Schwendimann, Jr. of 11 Clifford Farm Road, Dunbarton.  Mr. Schwendimann qualified for a veteran’s credit, having served between the dates of November 12, 1974 and February 8, 1983, Vietnam Conflict.  Also, he served between the dates of January 15, 1986 and August 31, 1994, Desert Storm.  The board approved his application and signed his PA-29.  A copy of his DD214 was attached to his green card.

Appraisal Contract:  Tim Terragni relayed his conversation with Joseph Lessard, Vice President of Municipal Resources, Inc.  Tim stated that he reviewed the bid received from MRI to get clarification of the bid proposal received in January.  He also stated that he meet with the Board of Selectmen to review the budget and they had no problem with the Assessing budget and the $20,000 on the appraisal line.

Mr. Lessard told Tim Terragni that the contract was based on the activity in Dunbarton last year.  The rate per hour had increased slightly.  It would be $28.00 per parcel for new building permits and for the pick ups.  Any other work such as current use, subdivision, etc, would be at a rate of $68.00 per hour.  Tim Terragni felt that we would not be spending what we did last year because there was a lot of extra work in cleaning up after the revaluation.  Last year it cost almost $19,000 for the year and this proposal was figured to be $24,000 for the year.  This discrepancy was what prompted Tim to call MRI.  Tim felt that the town would not spend as much as last year and after his conversation with Mr. Lessard, it was agreed that the contract would be anywhere from $15,000 to $18,000 per year.  The budget has $20,000 to safeguard for any extra costs such as time at the BTLA which was quoted at $125.00 per hour.  Tim reinforced that he would like to have a cap of $18,000 and not go over that figure.  

Also, it was mentioned that the Assessors wanted the company to look at the sales and do updates if needed.

The Board reviewed the contract sent by MRI.  Mary LaValley volunteered to take the contract home and review it and get back to the board to see if the board should sign the contract as it.  

It was noted that Craig Nichols from the NH Department of Revenue will be in at the Board’s next meeting, on March 20, 2007.

Motion to adjourn at 8:15 pm passed, meeting adjourned.
