Meeting was called to order at 7PM

The minutes of April 17, 2007 were accepted as printed and signed by the board.

The board signed letters of acceptance for the following charitable or religious organizations for Real Estate Exemptions:

· St. John’s Episcopal Church, H3-01-04

· Dunbarton Congregational Church, E3-02-25 & 25A

· Trinity Baptist Church, I3-01-03

· Dunbarton Historical Society, H3-01-05

Timber Tax Warrant:  A timber tax warrant in the amount of $106.66 was approved and signed by the Board.

Veteran’s credit:  An application for Veteran’s Credit in the name of Leo Andrien Rouillard was reviewed and approved by the Board, however, because this application was received after April 15th the credit will not be effective until the tax year of 2008.  Tim Terragni made the motion to accepted the Veterans Credit for Leo Andrien Rouillard to be effective April 1, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Bryan Clark and the vote was in the affirmative.  Motion passed.  It was noted that a letter will be mailed to Mr. Rouillard informing him of the board’s decision.

Intent to Cut Timber:  An intent to cut Timber for Stephen K. Brenan, H5-02-02 was signed by the Board.  It was noted that Mr. Brenan pre-paid his tax for timber to be cut because his taxes on this property were in the rears.  The total paid on this intent was $471.50.  The total collected for this cut was $594.87.  A refund check for $123.37 will be prepared and returned.

Municipal Resources Inc.:  It was noted for the record that a memo had been received from Scott P. Marsh from MRI informing the Board that as of May 10, 2007 that with the exception of two properties, all the reviews for 2007 were complete.  This would include all building permits, those with incomplete status as of April 1, 2006 as well as any site changes as a result of subdivisions, lot line adjustments, mergers, etc.  Updated cards were printed and provided to the town for data entry into the billing system for the estimated tax bills for 2007.  A total of roughly 200 properties were reviewed and after changes, it was estimated that the town’s assessment increased by roughly $7.3 million.    The current use has also been updated to reflect the new ratio of 90.7%.    Two abatements have been completed and six remain to be finalized for the board.  Mr. Marsh will be in touch by the board’s June meeting to follow up on the remaining applications for abatement (for the tax year 2006).

Abatements:  The following applications for abatements have been reviewed by Scott Marsh from Municipal Resources, Inc., with recommendations to the Board of Assessors:

1. Addison Chase, III and Karen Lemay, 29 Guinea Road, G4-01-01.  Note on the abatement memo:  “Subject is a colonial style home on a 7.04 acre parcel.  Reason for request was incorrect building data regarding sketch.  (MRI) inspected the subject and during the inspection did find that the sketch was incorrect and small deck in rear was not listed.  After making appropriate corrections, assessment is reduced $10,900 from $385,800 to $374,900 and it is recommended that an abatement in the about of $179.41 be granted.”

2. Glenn and Denise Dubois, 32 Everett Dam Road, E2-02-12.  Note on the abatement memo:  “Subject is a ranch style home on a 12.97 acre parcel.  Reason for request was incorrect building data regarding sketch.  (MRI) inspected the subject and during the inspection did find that the sketch was incorrect.  After making appropriate corrections, assessment is reduced $25,200 from $333,090 to $307,890 and it is recommended that an abatement in the amount of $414.79 be granted.”

Motion by Tim Terragni was seconded by Mary LaValley to grant the abatement for Addison Chase, III and Karen Lemay, G4-01-01 in the amount of $10,900 for a refund of $179.41 and to grant the abatement for Glenn and Denise Dubois, E2-02-12 in the amount of $25,200 for a refund of $414.79.  The vote was all in favor and the motion passed.

Invoice from Municipal Resources, Inc.:  The board approved for payment an invoice from MRI in the amount of $4,562.25.
