Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

The minutes of the January 15, 2008 meeting were reviewed and signed.

Veterans Credit:  An application for a Veteran’s Credit from Richard Johnson, Tucker Hill, Dunbarton.    It was noted that Mr. Johnson’s dates of service qualified him for a Veterans Credit. However, the property is in a Trust and a PA-33 form needs to be filed and a copy of the trust showing that Mr. Johnson is an owner of the trust.  A letter has been written to Richard Johnson and the board will wait for his response.  This is tabled until the March meeting.

An application for a Veteran’s Credit was received from Michael Shorey, Gary Road, Dunbarton.  Mr. Shorey’s dates of service shown on his DD-214 qualified him for a Veteran’s Credit.  The motion was made by Tim Terragni, seconded by Mary LaValley, to approve this Veteran’s Credit.  The vote was taken, all were in favor, motion carried.

Charles & Lisette Roy, D4-05-02:  The Roys mailed their check for the property taxes back in November of 2007 to pay their taxes in full.  The check was lost in the mail.  Mrs. Roy made a request that the board consider abating the interest of $55.89.  The board felt that this was an error beyond the Roy’s control.   Motion was made by Tim Terragni to abate the interest of $55.89 on D4-05-02.  Motion was seconded by Mary LaValley.  All members were in favor, motion carried.

Appeals:    The board reviewed a letter received from the New Hampshire Board of Tax and Land Appeals regarding the withdrawal of the appeal of the 2005 taxes made by Dunbarton 88.  The NHBTLA issued an order for withdrawal, no further action.  

The board reviewed the correspondence from MRI and the NHBTLA regarding the appeal for Gramp’s Camp, Inc.  Gramp’s Camp, through Todd Whitney, has supplied the town with a copy of an appraisal done on the property.  This will be forwarded to Scott Marsh and Joe Lessard from MRI.  Also, it was noted that the town office received notice from the BTLA that our request for dismissal of this case had been denied.  

Utility Assessments:  The motion was made by Tim Terragni to accept the contract from George E. Sansoucy, PE., LLC to provide valuation services for the update of all public utility properties as of April 1, 2008 and to begin the valuation process of NE Power and NE Electric Transmission in preparation for the Town of Dunbarton’s recertification year of 2011.  The cost for this in the year 2008 to be $9,000.  The motion was seconded by Mary LaValley.  The vote was all in favor, motion carried.  The contract was signed by Chairman Timothy Terragni.

Invoice:  An invoice was reviewed from Municipal Resources, Inc. in the amount of $242.50.  the invoice was approved for payment.

Tim Terragni informed the other members that he had a telephone conversation with Joe Lessard from Municipal Resources Inc. regarding the appeals that the town has before the BTLA.  Last month it was decided by the board that MRI should hold off until the town heard from the BTLA in order to save costs.  Mr. Lessard explained in his conversation with Mr. Terragni that if MRI did not get the preparation work done on each case before hand, they would not be properly prepared to present the town’s case when the hearing was set by the BTLA.  Tim Terragni told the other members that he took the liberty of telling Mr. Lessard to proceed as he did not want the town to be ill prepared and loose the appeals.  The other two members of the board agreed with this decision.

Flood Control Land:  Janice VandeBogart informed the board that Chuck Reese from the New Hampshire Department of Revenue had requested to meet with the town assessor to review how the land in the flood control area, under the authority of the Army Corps of Engineers, was assessed.  Mr. Reese would like to meet with one of the appraisers from MRI, the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen, Les Hammond, and with one or more of the Assessors.  This meeting will most likely take place during the day.  As soon as a date is set for the meeting, the board will be notified.
