The meeting was called to order at 7PM.

Minutes of the April 21, 2009 meeting were reviewed, accepted and signed by the Board.

Estimated Tax Warrants:  The board signed the Estimated Tax Warrant for Utility Properties in the amount of $138,319.28 and the Estimated Tax Warrant for all other taxable properties in Dunbarton in the amount of $2,421,418.04.  Warrants will be forwarded to the Tax Collector for collection.

Intent to Cut Timber:  An intent to cut Timber in the name of Michael Guiney, B6-01-05  was approved and signed. 

Abatements:  

· The board signed the denial form for Wheeler, J2-01-32, which was approved in April.  

· Ralph & Debra Fellbaum, H2-04-02:  After some discussion the board voted unanimously to reduce the assessment on H2-04-02 by $18.400 as discussed at the April meeting of the Board of Assessors.  A letter outlining this change was signed by the entire board.  The settlement agreement which states that the Fellbaums agree to this change and that they further agree that no abatements or appeals will be filed regarding the assessment of the property unless the assessment or the property changes, was signed by Chairman Tim Terragni.   The Fellbaums will be asked by the Town Administrator to come in the office to sign the settlement agreement.  

Invoice:  An invoice in the amount of $4,931.30 was approved for payment by the Board.

Exemptions:  Applications for Exemptions for the tax year 2009 from the Dunbarton Historical Society, H3-01-05 and St. John’s Episcopal Church, H3-01-04, were reviewed and accepted by the Board.  Letters of approval were signed.  

2009 Building Permit Reviews:  A memo from Scott Marsh, Municipal Resources Inc. was reviewed.  The memo stated that as of May 4, 2009, the properties needing review due to recent building permits, incomplete status as of 4/1/08 as well as site changes as a result of subdivisions, lot line adjustments, mergers, etc have been completed and data entered into the Vision Assessing system.  Roughly 155 properties were reviewed and it is estimated that the town’s assessment increased by roughly $4.2 million.  

Bids for Revaluation of Town:  The following bids were received and reviewed:
