Cemetery Trustees’ Minutes

Attendees:  Brian Pike (Trustee), Richard Schaeffer (Trustee), Gary Maccubbin (Trustee),
Meeting was convened at 7:00 PM

Old Business – Swindlehurst’s headstone was installed in the Center Cemetery in accordance with the Trustee’s revised guidance. Jane Grant and Marilyn Mills were interred at Pages Cemetery in November. American Fence installed the Northern Fence at Pages Corner.
Art St. Laurent from Saint’s Lawn Care was in attendance and introduced himself.  His Company won the Bid for 2010-2011 Cemetery Maintenance.  Contracts were signed and Richard Schaeffer and Brian Pike went over some of the provisions in the Contract and also asked that the billing specify the date and what work was done during the billing period.  Mr. St. Laurent let the Trustees know that he has the capability to power wash headstones.  
Cemeteries in Dunbarton are officially closed for winter (except by permission from Trustees) effective December 1, 2009.

Rich Schaeffer suggested and we all agreed that a standard should be developed to have Trustees put in expenses for printing cost. More on this process to follow in January 2010 Trustee Meeting..
Hearse House repair started and so far have incurred $600.00 in work.  Another $400.00 was authorized by the Trustees to finish work on Hearse House this calendar year.  Also, authorized Mark Hubbard to relocate remains at Cremations area, Center Cemetery, to their proper positions. (These movements are very minimal but necessary to have the plots align)

Preliminary budget figures are coming in at $16, 400.00.  Trustees are also looking into submitting a warrant for the remainder of the fencing needed in the Center and East Cemeteries.
