

Dunbarton Cemetery Trustee meeting minutes for July 14th 2010.



Trustees met at 7:00PM with Brian and Rich present. Doug was excused due to a family emergency out of state. This meeting was rescheduled due to a conflict with the 4th of July celebration and town offices being closed.

Trustees discussed the fence and gate repair for the Center Cemetery. We will wait until Doug is present in order to vote on this project.

Trustees are still trying to co-ordinate a time for Terry Knowles from the State AG's office to meet with us and the selectman about the two cemetery trust funds.

Reviewed and approved the lawn care invoice for June 2010.

Reviewed and approved a written proposal from J E Belanger Surveyors to survey a boundary line in the Center Cemetery which abuts the MacCubbin property.  This is the first step in preparing for the extension of the cemetery road.

In the East Cemetery, Brian found orange markers denoting a straight line though it.  The trustees have not authorized any work to be done. Brian will pull the markers and we will wait for a call.

Brian checked with the State of NH DOT on the Right of Way where Route 13 passes the Page's cemetery. The Right of Way is prescriptive, meaning it ends at the face of the stone wall separating the roadway from the cemetery.

Trustees also plan to meet with the Road Agent, Jeff Crosby, about installing the roadways in both Page's and Center Cemeteries.

Selectman Ron Warner approached Brian about the possibility of using county inmates to help with some cemetery projects. Will follow up.

Finally, some of grave plots in the Center Cemetery are not in compliance with the Cemetery Regulations. These plots have been noted and the owners will be contacted. Fees to bring into compliance will be accessed if needed.
