Cemetery Trustees’ Minutes

Meeting was convened at 7:00 PM

Old Business – Richard Schaeffer submitted changes to fencing contract to American Fence.  Revised contract should arrive by end of week.  
J.R. Swindlehurst was in attendance and represented his mother in asking for a waiver for the monument that they had purchased from Perry Monument..  J. R. thought that the oversized monument (per the November 2008 rules and regulations) would be grandfathered because the plots were purchased years before the current regulations.  Brian Pike explained to J. R. that the deed for the plots is not exactly like a deed for a house but it is a deed “for the right to inter.”  Steve Racine (Cemetery Consultant) who was in attendance knew what the monument looked like and drew a sketch for the Trustees.  The Trustees said they would accept a 3’6’ base which would be the foundation for the 3’0” wide monument.  J.R. will get back to us to see if this is the way that they will precede.
Steve Racine discussed marking the Cremains area in the center cemetery.  7 out of the nine remains will need to be moved.  Steve Racine submitted his invoice for $250.00 for work performed.  Steve Racine also inquired about the layout of Pages Cemetery including the cremains area.  It was recommended that he submit two separate contracts for Pages Cemetery work, one contract for Section E and one contract for the Cremation area.

Four bids were opened for the lawn care and maintenance of Dunbarton Cemeteries for years 2010-2011.  The Bids came from Mike Underwood, D.P.M., Saints Lawn Care and D and R Waste.
All bids were signed and in proper order.  Gary Maccubbin, Trustee, recused himself from the selection process due to a personal conflict of interest.  

Remainder of the trustees went into Executive section to select the winner of the contract.  

Saints Lawn Care’s bid was approved on the basis of low bid, pending reference checks.  

Terry Jelley asked for permission to put his fathers Veteran’s marker on his grave and permission was granted.
