Ken Swayze, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing.


Ken Swayze, Chairman, read the Public Notice with regard to the Michael J. Bergeron and Richard 


C. Ewans & Karen Martin Lot Line Adjustment for the record.  


Barbara McCann,  Planning and Zoning, presented a status report on the application.  (attached)


It was noted that Planning Board members had looked at the plan and had no problems with it. 


Based on the above, the following motion was made: 


MOTION: 


George Holt made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board accept the application from Michael 
J. Bergeron and Richard C. Ewans and Karen Martin for a Proposed Lot Line Adjustment as 

presented this evening and that the Planning Board proceed with expedited review this evening.  The 


motion was seconded by Michael Poirier.  The motion passed unanimously. 

The Chairman commented that we could proceed with expedited review this evening if there were 


no problems or concerns requiring a second Public Hearing. 


Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, representing the applicant, explained the plan and noted that this 


property had been previously  subdivided in 1999.  Presented a copy of this plan to the Board for 


information.  


Jacques Belanger stated that they would like to phase the Lot Line Adjustment with  Bergeron first 


purchasing the 1.33 acres parcel  from Ewans  and then purchasing the additional 6.87 acres 


making a total of  14.77 acres for the final Bergeron lot.  

Jacques Belanger stated this Lot Line Adjustment creates no impact because there will be no 


additional dwelling units.  


It was noted by the Board that there will be two separate records.  If the second plan does not get 


recorded, it never happens.  


Jacques Belanger stated that the only thing that needs to be done in the field is to set   the 


monuments.

As there were no comments from the public, the Chairman closed the Public Hearing.  

MOTION: 


George Holt made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board approve the proposed Lot-line Adjustment between the properties of Michael J. BERGERON (Tax Lot E5-04-07) and Richard C. EWANS & Karen A. MARTIN (Tax Lot E5-04-02); located 24 County Road and 20 County Road, respectively, in the Low Density District (5 ac./300 feet frontage/50 foot setbacks), subject to the following conditions:

1. Submittal of a final, technically accurate and graphically correct plan-set in full compliance with all current subdivision regulations and incorporating any and all additional requirements established during deliberations with the Board (per minutes, per status reports, etc).

2. Approval and receipt of all other required local, State or Federal permits, if any.  

3. Payment of all fees and costs associated with the Dunbarton Planning Board application process.

4. That all specified work and improvements at the site, as may be ordinarily required by the  Planning Board and/or Building & Planning Department, are completed prior to signing and filing of the mylar (i.e. survey monumentation and related).  All bounds shall be set prior to the filing and recording of final plan at the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds in accordance with current sub-division regulations.  (Witness stakes shall be placed near new and existing bounds for verification by town designee.)

5. Preparation, submittal and filing of all Deeds, legal instruments, and/or other documents required or intended to be filed at the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds; in such content and form acceptable to the Town.

6. At the discretion of the Applicant(s) this application may be filed in 2 phases which must be completed within 4 years of the approval date by the Planning Board.

Michael Poirier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
