The Chairman verified with the Secretary that the Meeting had been posted in accordance with the RSA in two public places and published on the Dunbarton Web Page.  

7:00 P.M. – GENERAL SESSION: 

A.  General Board Discussion

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday,  July 18, 2012 


MOTION: 


George Holt made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of July 18, 2012 be approved 
as written.  Mike Guiney seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  


2.  Selectmen's Report


Les Hammond reported that the Selectmen had signed the Contract for the Grant for Central 


Regional Planning Commission for Matt Monahan to work with the Planning Board in creating an 


Open Space Planned Residential Development Ordinance.  


3.  Correspondence


Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission Contract: 


Barbara McCann reported that Ted Vallieres, Alison Vallieres, Line Comeau and she had gone over 


the contract written to Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission.    Had worked out 


details with Matt Monahan.  

Bow Board of Selectmen - Pelletier Access Road: 


Barbara McCann reported that she had recently attended the Bow Board of Selectmen's meeting 

with Tony Pelletier regarding the naming of the Pelletier access road.  Will be named Pelletier Way.  


It is located in Bow but has a Dunbarton address.  

Noted that at this meeting, Bow was considering changing the name of the Bow/Dunbarton Road.  


(This is Grapevine Road in Dunbarton).  Considering Foote Road because of Foote families that have 
lived on this road for many generations, etc.  


CIP:

Will be starting the CIP process shortly.  Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission 


supports us in this venture.   Will be getting applications out in September.  


At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond , Selectman, stated that the energy level is low due to 


the fact that people want to know why we do this and for what purpose, etc.  


Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that the CIP was developed for towns who have Impact Fees and 


other Growth Ordinances.  We have neither.  You cannot enact Impact Fees or Growth Ordinances 


unless there is a CIP in place.  The CIP is also a way to plan for expenditures in the future.  


Jeff Crosby stated he was glad that we are starting to put money aside each year for large 


expenditures such as equipment replacement, etc.  This way the expense does not come out of one 


year all at once.  


Mills Bounds: 

Barbara McCann stated that she had no contact with the Mills about the monument placement.  


Town Counsel has told us that we can go ahead with the monument placement but Ken Swayze 


disagrees with that statement.  We cannot just go onto someone's property and set bounds.  

TIFFANY DODD, TOWN HALL AND THEATRE RESTORATION COMMITTEE: 


Tiffany Dodd appeared before the Planning Board to bring them up to date on the progress of the 


Town Hall and Theatre Restoration Committee.    She noted that four committee members were also 


present at this meeting.  (Les Hammond, Ted Vallieres, Travis James and herself).  


She noted that the Committee has just had a meeting this evening with the abutters to get their input.  


She stated that she wanted the Planning Board to be aware of the project and keep them in the loop.  


At some point in time, they will come before the Planning Board for Site Plan Review.  

The architect, CMK representative, was present and showed a plan of the proposed parking for the 


Town Hall.  (attached) 

At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond stated he did not agree with  having parking spots on 

the south side by the bandstand.  Felt they would interfere with the use of the bandstand, etc.   Don't

want to use up any more of the "green" for parking.  


The question was asked how many attendees would we expect to be using the Town Hall at one time.   
There presently is eight parking spaces for the Library.  

There could be up to 200 people at one time.  Would be used for suppers, dances, 4-H Club, Garden 


Club, Theatre, etc.    Just want to bring it back to the way it used to be.  

It was noted that at some point during the Art Festival, there were 72 cars  along the road, etc.   


Tiffany noted that parking could also be outside the Town Offices and along the side of the road.  


Tiffany Dodd stated that at Old Home Day there will be events going on by the Committee,  Ice 


Cream Social and Tours of the Upper Town Hall along with a copy of the proposed plan, etc.  

It was noted there will be a total of six bathrooms (2 upstairs, 2 on the first floor and 2 in the 


basement).  


The question was brought up if the existing septic system would be adequate for the additional 


bathrooms.  Both Jeff Crosby and Les Hammond stated that the septic system was a new system put 


in within two years and would be plenty adequate.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he thought the Committee was doing a great job but he had the 


following comments to make regarding the plan presented this evening: 


1.  There has been no thought to snow removal.  Have to get the snow off the road.  Stated that the 


configuration the way it is right now would be a "nightmare" for snow plowing.  There is no place 


to put snow.  He would like to see a straight  line for snow removal if possible.    When we plow the 


Library area now, it is very difficult to manipulate around.  We end up hiring a loader and removing 
snow banks at some point during the winter.  


2.  In looking at the new roof, snow slides off there and winds up in the front of the building.  We 


need a way to get the snow removed.  If we damage something we have to go back and fix it.  October 
- April is snow season and snow will come off the roof.    We need to eliminate the curve by the 


parking area along School Street.  Should be a straight line.  


3.  Concerned about surface runoff into the grassy areas around the building.

Cote & Scire:  


Maurice Cote appeared before the Planning Board on behalf of Cote & Scire Four lot 


Subdivision ( Natalie Drive) off Grapevine Road  


This subdivision "expired" in August/September of 2011 under the NHRSA 


Statutory "Period of  Exemption. They were subsequently granted an extension in 2011.   


The extension was for two years with the condition that they come back to the 


Planning Board at the end of the first year.  (2012)  

The Subdivision expired in August/September of 2011.  They were granted a two year


 extension by the Planning Board.  


Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted there was no need for Administrative action by the Planning Board 


this evening.   Mr. Cote is here to bring the Board up to day on any progress made and what his 


plans are for the future.    Ken Swayze noted that the project has changed hands several times since 


its inception.  This particular owner has done very well in meeting the Planning Board's requests.  


Les Hammond asked what happens next year?  


Ken Swayze explained that the owners are responsible in the event there are any zoning changes that 


would affect this project.  If the Town changed the minimum acreage for lots to be greater than what 
it is now, they would have to comply with the new zoning.    He advised Mr. Cote that he needs to 


keep  up to date on any zoning changes.  He is exempt from zoning regulation changes until the 


expiration date.  

Mr. Cote stated the following with regard to the subdivision: 


1.  Have spoken with a couple of developers and realtors regarding the project. 


2.  With regard to any activity of the road, he will probably stay involved in it.  


The Board indicated they could extend the project again for another two years.  

George Holt stated he would be concerned if they started work in November and stopped again.  He would be concerned about erosion control.  Don't see that would happen, but want to make sure.  It appears to be pretty well stabilized at this point.   Your equipment was up at the top of the road recently.   It has been moved back down.  

Mr. Cote noted that they have taken most of the equipment out with the exception of one piece  but they have put it out of sight.  

The Board explained there had been some changes in road criteria such as requirement for a 60 feet ROW with 5' shoulder on each side for underground utilities.  Would recommend getting in touch with the Board next May or so regarding an extension, etc.   Subdivision regulations are available on the Dunbarton Web Site.
There were no further comments from the Board. 

Barbara McCann stated she had no comments on this project.  There is new Conservation Commission land which abuts this project.  It was noted there is a $7,500 bond reclamation in place already.  

New Open Space PRD Ordinance: 

It was reported that Matt Monahan will be working on the new Open Space PRD Ordinance before the next meeting.  

Alison Vallieres pointed out the time frame for Public Hearings for Ordinance Changes and noted that we only had about three to four months to get this in place and ready to present to the public.  There was discussion about the Public Listening Sessions.  It was noted that we need something to work with before we 

can start scheduling Public Listening Sessions.  At this point, we have nothing to show the residents.  

George Holt asked that members look over the sample ordinances which he provided via e-mail.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
