At this point in the meeting, Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, reported that the Summerhill Condominium Project (Golf Course) for 83 units has lapsed.  She noted she had started mailing notices six months ago with no response.  She recently sent them a Certified Letter noting the project had lapsed as of April 20, 2012 and has heard nothing from the owners.  

It was also noted that their Wetland and Site Specific Permits had also lapsed  as of 1/18/2011.  

In view of the fact that the owners have not even responded to correspondence regarding the expiration of the project, there was a consensus of the Dunbarton Planning Board that if the project is resurrected, the applicants would have to submit a completely new application.
