The meeting was called to order at 10 am.  It was noted that this is a budget workshop and the meeting was posted on the Website, at the Dunbarton Town Office and the Dunbarton Country Store.

Before the workshop begun, Les Hammond noted that on January 3, 2006 Draper Energy delivered fuel to the Town Garage and put 400 gallons of gas in the diesel tank in error.  The driver stated that the guy with him switched a lever and it caused the problem.  Eleven vehicles put the fuel in their trucks, five from the Fire Department, 5 were snowplows, and the roll off truck (town).  Alan Sheldon discovered the problem on Friday, January 13, 2006 when he was going to fill the one ton truck with fuel.  He called Draper, who showed up at 3:30 pm that day and pumped out the tank and all the vehicles and replaced the fuel.  There was five hours of over time for Alan to stay, plus the costs of $150 plus dollars for the replacement of filters in the fire trucks and the Road Agent’s loader has a knock in it at present time but it is unclear of any damage.  Bill Nichols truck was said to be alright.  Les stated that the town is in the process of getting all the number together and will be in touch with Draper.  

Work on the various budgets began and the board was finished at 11:20 am.

Ron Slocum, supervisor of the checklist,  asked the board if he could discuss some possible expenses that might be incurred by the supervisors to comply with state regs.  He stated the a state wide voter registration, which all could access, is to be available and in  order for Dunbarton to participate in this it would be necessary to have access at the poles, or Community Center.  This would enable the supervisors to be on line and access records from the state immediately when people come in to register on voting day.  The idea is to cut down on fraud.  He would need to have a wireless unit at the school as well as some computer equipment for the laptop in order to get it working.  He said that it could be installed this year or if the selectmen felt that they wanted to wait until next year, he could operate with hard copies this year.  He predicted that this would involve a cost of about $2000.    There was some discussion about putting in a phone line in the Community Center and only have it active when there is an election.  This would be cheaper than paying for the monthly service for the phone line.  Ron also talked about finding out from the school if it would be possible to connect to their internet system.  

The Selectmen agreed to put $1000 in the General Government Building budget for this year and asked Ron to use the paper process this year and possibly getting it up and running next year.

Meeting adjourned at 11:50 am.
