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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 30,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – RENE OUELLET, SCHOOL BOARD REPRESENTATIVE

Rene Ouellet, School Board Representative, met with the Selectmen and brought them up to date on the following subjects: 

1. The Principal hired a Sound Consultant to check out the sound system for the Community Center.  At this point, all the microphones currently are working.  There are six microphones and the system can handle eleven.  

2. The co-leaders of the PTO are interested in pursuing getting a Stage for the end of the Community Center.   Jeff Trexler has looked at the situation and feels it would be possible to add the Stage to the end of the building.  

Members of the Board of Selectmen stated they did not recall a Stage being part of the original discussions relating to the Community Center, etc.  

Rene Forcier stated that the last he knew they were looking for a portable stage.  

Rene Ouellet stated that the PTO has been able to raise between $4,000 - $6,000 to be able to hire an architect to get an idea of what it would cost for a Stage.  Stated it would be an asset to the Community Center.

Selectmen noted that they are planning renovations for the Town Hall which has a stage. 

3. Two tables need to be replaced.  Reported that the Community Center has tables that fold into the wall.  They are used for lunches and after school programs.  They were also used for the PTO suppers.

Rene Ouellet stated that the tables are not safe because they cannot be taken down or put up safely.  They have a lever which does not work properly at this point.  The cost of the tables is $6,400 each.  Mert Mann noted that the Historical Society was not allowed to use the tables for their recent supper which caused a problem with seating, etc.  

In addition, the School needs to replace gaskets on the refrigerator and stove.  Presently doing an inventory of needs.  Might have to replace the dishwasher.  Stove is okay at this time.  Will also need to replace some silverware and dishes.  

Selectmen noted they had purchased $1,000 of silverware in the past at least twice.  

Rene Ouellet noted it is a shared use facility.  The Town shares in the upkeep.  

4. Rene Ouellet stated that the Principal was instrumental in having the custodians utilize leftover polyurethane for the floor.  The custodians sanded and put four coats of poly on the floor thus negating the need to do the floor this year.  

5. Rene Ouellet stated the School Board felt there should be a written agreement in place concerning responsibilities, etc.  This would have to be worked out between the entire School Board and the Selectmen.    A tentative date of December 14, 2006 was set for the discussion with the Board of Selectmen.  

The Selectmen noted that according to the original plan, the Town was to take care of the outside and the School was to take care of the inside of the Community Center.  

6. Principal is concerned that if there is a Sunday snow storm, that the school walks will not be shoveled, etc.  because of no one working on Sunday.  

Selectmen noted that the Town just purchased a new snow blower for Mike Underwood who takes care of the walks at the school.  This is also stored at the School.  They suggested he could come in on a Sunday to do the walks if necessary.  

7. Stated Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, recently painted up the parking lot and the driveway.  It is in shape for winter.  The black top needs a coat of sealant.  Principal obtained bids for the sealing and it is $6,500 to seal the whole parking lot.  

Principal would like to consider having the custodians do the project on their own with the Town purchasing the sealant at an approximate cost of $2,000.   Needs to be done as soon as possible to avoid any further eroding.  

       Selectmen felt this would be a large project for the custodians. 

8. Stated that the School Board would like to pursue getting a Generator again this year for the Community Center.  Felt it is a needed item in cases of emergency.  The School can apply for a Grant to get partial funding.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will call about arranging a meeting with the Emergency Management Committee to discuss Generator plans. 

JANICE VANDEBOGART, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion: 

1. Agreement for the Auditors for the 2006 Audit needs to be signed by Selectmen.  This year’s cost is $10,055.  Will be arriving in the spring to do audit. 

Selectmen signed agreement.

2. Keith  - North Woods Subdivision – Return of bond.  Don Mayo has sent a letter.  Some of the guard rails need to be replaced and several property bounds re missing.  

Richard Keith was present and stated he had spoken with Kyle Parker, Building Department, today and they did find one marker missing.  Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, will replace the bound and certify that all bounds are in place.  The guard rails have been damaged and will be replaced.  Richard Keith stated the bond remaining is $37,000. 

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the release of the $37,000 bond plus interest on North Woods Road and declare it complete.  

Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

3. Noted that the deadline for Warrant Articles for the 2007 Town Meeting is February 6, 2007.

Les Hammond made a motion to adjourn the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen’s Meeting at 7:47 p.m.  Rene Forcier  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
