MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  DECEMBER 28,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – PUBLIC HEARING RE THE ADOPTION OF THE CHANGES TO THE HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN, UPDATED EFFECTIVE 10/24/06

Mert Mann, Chairman, Dunbarton Board of Selectmen, opened the Public Hearing.  He confirmed with Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, that the Meeting Notice had been posted in accordance with State Law and put on the Dunbarton Web Page, and published in the two local newspapers  for one day.  

At this point in the Public Hearing, Mert Mann, Chairman, turned the Public Hearing over to Jon Wiggin, Chairman of the Hazard Mitigation Committee.  

Jon Wiggin stated the Committee had reviewed Chapter 11, Table 22A as follows: 

1. Salt storage shed to be completed by October of 2005. 

Road Agent reported that the building was constructed in 2005 and completed in the spring of 2006. 

2. Replace 10 old or improperly sized culverts. 

Road Agent reported that one of these culverts was replaced. The Committee revised the plan to read: 


Replace about 9 old or improperly sized culverts in  Town which could become dangerous during a flood event.  The completed date is to be changed to September 2007 and the Approximate Cost would now be $27,000 minimum. 

3. Develop standards for monolithic slabs (non-residential buildings) to enhance the building codes.

The Building Inspector reported that this would not be completed until December of 2007.  

4. Rewrite 50’ Right-of-Way regulations to consider safety instead of aesthetics. 

The Building Inspector reported that this would not be completed until December of 2007. 

5. Place signage of the Recreational Park Ordinances around the Kimball Pond, Gorham Pond, Long Pond, Purgatory Pond and Kuncanowet Forest areas. 

The Selectmen reported that signs have been placed at Kimball Pond but would need to be placed at the other ponds.  The completion date was moved up to December 2007. 

6. Redesign the lower Montalona Road at Robert Rogers Road intersection to be made safer next to the swamp. 

The Road Agent reported that this has not been completed at this time.  No change on this item. 

7. Redesign the Robert Rogers Road/Town Office Complex “Y” intersection with curbing to make it safer for travelers. 

The Road Agent reported that this should be removed as it was defeated at Town Meeting in 2006. 

8. Renovate the Town Offices to rectify existing safety conditions.

The Selectmen reported that renovations were made to the Town Office Building but are ongoing and there should be no changes to the plan at this time.  

Table 22B

1. Update the mutual aid compact with Concord’s Police Department.  

The Police Department reported that this was in place. 

Jon Wiggin, Chairman, Hazard Mitigation Committee, stated that his recommendation was that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adopt all changes as recommended by the Committee. 

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, asked for Public Comment.  


There was no Public Comment.  

Jon Wiggin stated we need to keep the Hazard Mitigation Plan up to date in order to get money in the event of floods, etc.  Some towns did not have their Plan up to date and were unable to receive funds for the flooding, etc.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adopt the revised Hazard Mitigation Plan as adopted by the Hazard Mitigation Committee.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will send sufficient copies to Stephanie Alexander, New Hampshire Central Regional Planning Commission so they will have it on file.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion with the Selectmen: 

1. Need to carry forward the appropriation of $15,000 for architectural study for the Safety Building renovations.  $741 of the money has been expended for getting bids out leaving $14,259 to be carried forward.   Dennis Mires is to do the study.  The Town needs to carry forward $14,259 into 2007 so that we can continue. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen carry forward the amount of $14,259 for the Architectural Study for the renovations to the Safety Building, etc.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

2. Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, has submitted a request for time off for the last week in February and the first week in March.  This is the time which was carried over from  calendar 2006 which was approved by the Selectmen at their last meeting.  

3. Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that the Fire Department uses chain saws and a small generator, etc.  He has been told by a Small Engine Repair Company that he should be burning high test gasoline in these engines along with a stabilizer.  He stated that the Town does not purchase high test gasoline. He asked what the correct procedure would be to obtain high test gasoline.    

The Selectmen suggested that he purchase the necessary gasoline and stabilizer and submit a slip for reimbursement from the Town.  

4. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the Town had received a letter from Andy Michaels requesting that the Town find out where the Town Road begins and ends (Holmes Road) .  He is stating there is drainage issues with the neighbor

She presented the Selectmen with a copy of a letter sent in the past  to Andrew Michaels signed by Charles Graybill, John Swindlehurst and Les Hammond stating the beginning and ending, etc. of the road.  

Janice VandeBogart will research the subject further. 

BEN AND JAMES WILLIAMSON REGARDING HAULING PERMIT FEES:

Ben Williamson appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss Hauling Permit Fees as follows: 

1. Stated that he and Ronnie Boynton had been discussing the Hauling Permit Fees, and they both felt they were too high.  

2. Asked how the figure of $500/year was arrived at and what the basis was. 

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, asked if the Transfer Station Committee had established this fee.  He stated that at this point, he couldn’t tell how this figure was arrived at.  

3. Ben Williamson stated he only had 17 customers and therefore the $500 Hauling Fee was too much for him to pay.  

4. Stated that the Transfer Station is supposed to be open for the Public on Tuesdays anyway when the Commercial Haulers come in therefore it shouldn’t cost any more for the Haulers to be there.    

Les Hammond stated that he thought the amount of $500 was based on about an hour a week for the Transfer Station Personnel to work with the Commercial Haulers, etc.  Based on this, he did not feel the $500 was too much.  

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, stated the Selectmen will look into the Hauling Permit Fees and get back to Ben Williamson after the first of the year. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Rene Forcier made a motion to adjourn the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen’s Meeting at 7:48   p.m.  Les Hammond  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
