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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 2,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Chairman Charles (Chuck) Graybill  presiding.  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.  The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen signed and approved the minutes of the previous Selectmen’s Meeting of  January 26, 2006 prior to the opening of the meeting.  

FRED MULLEN – 

1.  PERAMBULATION OF WEARE/DUNBARTON TOWN LINE

Fred Mullen presented a copy of a letter written to the Army Corp of Engineers  by the Town of Weare regarding the Corp replacing two missing boundaries in the Flood Control Area.  (attached)  Dunbarton Selectmen also wrote a letter regarding the missing boundary markers.   The missing boundary markers are on Hoyt Road and Alexander Road which used to be “through roads”.  The Army Corp of Engineers agreed with all the material that was presented to them

1. He and Margo McLeod of Weare spoke with the Army Corp of Engineers and stated they would like the same type of marker that had been there previously.  The markers should be the same size as the one on Burroughs Road.   Markers as follows: 

a.          Hoyt Road -  D/W   and the date of 1851      (D being on the east side and W being on the west side) 

b. Alexander Road – D/W  (D being on the east side and W being on the west side) 

2. MODERATOR’S WORKSHOP

Fred Mullen reported that he had attended a Moderator’s Workshop.  The HAVA (Help Americans Vote Act) has been awarded $16 million dollars for setting up handicapped voting booths, etc.  They have stated this should be enacted by September 2006.  $5 million will be used to be distributed to Towns for handicapped booths throughout New Hampshire, etc.  The remainder of the money will be put in a fund to cover future expenses relating to this.  

1. Each Town is to have a 5’ x 5’ booth with a light and a table with a phone for a fax connection.   The phone will connect to the Secretary of State’s Office.  The voting official will hand the phone to the handicapped person and the handicapped person will vote via the phone.  The phone needs to have an adjustable volume.  The Secretary of State is supposed to fax back the completed ballot and the voting official puts it in the ballot box.  

a. The State Government is paying for this.  

b. Fred Mullen has spoken with the telephone company, and they would be able to tie in a phone jack for $150.00.  The Secretary of State’s Office wants us to use local telephone company, etc.  

c. Because of the fact that there might only be one handicapped person using the system, the Secretary of State’s Office wants Town Officials (Selectmen, etc.) to also vote this way in order to make more completed ballots so it is not known how the handicapped person voted, etc.  

3.  SB 2 PETITION

Fred Mullen stated this is the worst thing that this Town could ever have.  Other Towns have it and it doesn’t work.  At the first Public Hearing/Meeting, you might have 30-40 people present and then only 15 people show up at the real election.   In order to get rid of it, it has to have a 3/5 majority vote.   Would hope that this Town does not enact this.  Weare has it and has nothing but problems with it.  In addition, Bow has SB 2.  

PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION

1. Full-Time Employee and Baler: 

Charles (Chuck) Graybill stated that Woody had not gotten back to them about the details of the baler and the full-time position yet.  Stated that Janice VandeBogart had also asked several times for details.   At the Budget Workshop, the Selectmen decided to drop the full-time employee and the baler out of the proposed 2006 Transfer Station Budget.  

2. Recycling Report from NRRA:

Patrick Bowne presented the Board of Selectmen with a report from NRRA showing the benefits of recycling, etc. (attached)  

C & D disposal will be going up.  Representative will be coming to the facility to talk to us.  Wants to phase out C & D.  The only way of disposal is land fill which is $85/Ton.  

3. Truck:

Patrick Bowne reported the new truck purchased through Surplus Properties is running well.  It had three recalls that were never taken care of.  After Wyman’s Chevrolet did the recalls, the truck is running with no problems.  Seemed to clear up all the problems.  

ELDERLY EXEMPTION:

Selectmen stated that the Public Hearing for the Elderly Exemption Warrant Article could be conducted by the Board of Assessors.   

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will set up the Public Hearing.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK:


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, asked if her proposed 2006 budget was accepted as she submitted. 


Selectmen stated that the Town Clerk’s budget was accepted as presented with no changes.  

SYLVIA GRENIER:


Question regarding filing for an abatement for taxes.  Picked up an abatement form.
