MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MARCH 16,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Chairman Charles (Chuck) Graybill  presiding.  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m by the Chairman.  The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Thank You:

Charles (Chuck) Graybill, Selectman, stated that he appreciates and thanks all of you for the effort you have given me over the last six years.  I have thoroughly enjoyed myself over these past six years.  

Town Roads Posting:
Selectmen noted that the Town Roads are now posted.  

ANNA AND LOUIS CHAN TO DISCUSS ROAD CONSTRUCTION ISSUES FOR THEIR FIVE LOT RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION:


Presented a letter from Anna Chan that stated as follows to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen: 


“Dear Board of Selectmen: 

On November 29, my husband Louis Chan had a site-walk with Mr. Swayze, Mr. St. Claire and Mr. Crosby to discuss the required procedure to upgrade of Gile Hill Road Class VI Section to a Class V road.  Mr. Swayze advised us that we have to present a plan with schedule and all the permits required to the Selectmen’s Office and request a pre-construction meeting.  Once the plan is approved by the Board, then we can proceed with the construction.  Mr. St. Claire has marked all the trees which required to be removed. 

The following is the plan and steps we have planned. 

(1) Wetlands permit has been submitted.  We plan to remove all the trees which needed to be removed to widen the road. 

(2) PSNH will relocate four electric line posts. 

(3) Property lines will be marked according to the road plan. 

(4) The actual widen road work will be divide into four sections so that we will not need to disturb the whole road in the same period of time.  Also, emergency vehicles will be able to go through.  We will start with the turn-around that is next to our driveway. 

(5) If there are existing stone walls, we will build a new stone wall behind the new property line.  We will move the top soil which takes out from the new part of road to the reclaimed gravel pit area. 

(6) At the proposed drop inlet, we will use some of the rock & gravel from the pit to level up the road to reduce the currently 15% grade. 

(7) All of the above are depend on weather condition.  We plan to move all the equipment in before the road is posted in Spring.

The Chan’s presented a road plan showing the road layout.  They stated they would be doing the road construction in four sections and would start at their driveway.  They will use the existing rocks and stones.  They hope to be completed by summer.  

Charles (Chuck) Graybill stated that someone will remove the trees at once to widen the road.  Chuck noted that Don Mayo, Town Engineer, will be involved with the road construction.  He will be looking at the road profile.  He will be there as you are doing the project.  

Selectmen will notify Ken Swayze.   

OTHER BUSINESS:  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent: 

1. Now that we have received authorization to purchase a used grader, would like to know who would sign a purchase and sales agreement when I found one that is suitable.  

Selectmen determined that the Selectmen have the authorization to sign a Purchase and Sales Agreement on behalf of the Town.  When Jeff Crosby finds a grader, he would bring the necessary paperwork to the Town Offices for signature by the Selectmen. 

2. What do we do with the old grader?  

It was determined the Town would either advertise it for sale or go through Surplus.  

3. Jeff Crosby stated that whatever we buy for the grader, we should purchase a snow plow and put the old grader with the attachments for sale to bring the value up.  Would expect it might be worth between $5,000 - $7,000.  To sell the old grader, we would go through the bid process.  Trading it in is not an option.  

4. Jeff Crosby noted they would be working on the roof at the Town Garage as soon as the weather lets us.  

Transfer Station: 

Les Hammond, Selectmen, reported that he spoke with Woody and they have replaced the hydralic pump.  They have determined it is an electrical problem.  The unit was put too far away and needs to be brought closer.  This was a risk that was known at the time of installation.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 8:10 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
