The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

Election of Chairman of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for the Ensuing Year:  

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that Mert Mann be elected Chairman of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for the ensuing year.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Appointments: 

Deputy Overseer of Welfare: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Margaret Venator as Deputy Overseer of Welfare for one year with a term ending March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Deputy Town Clerk: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Diane Mullen as Deputy Town Clerk for three years with a term ending March 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Emergency Management Director: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Jonathan M. Wiggin as Emergency Management Director for one year with a term ending March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Health Officer: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Kenneth Swayze as Health Officer for one year with a term ending March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Building Inspector and Assistant Building Inspector: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Kenneth Swayze as Building Inspector and Kyle Parker as Assistant Building Inspector for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Highway Safety Committee: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Jeffrey Nelson, Jeffrey Crosby, Leslie G. Hammond and Jonathan Wiggin as members of the Highway Safety Committee for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission: 

Board left appointment open at this time.  

Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission:  

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Lawrence Cook, Matthew Lavey, Alternate, and Kenneth Swayze, Alternate as representatives for Dunbarton to the Central New Hampshire Regional Resource Conservation Commission for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Historical Awareness Committee:  

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond as the Selectmen’s Representative to the Historical Awareness Committee for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Planning Board:  

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Rene Forcier as the Selectmen’s Representative to the Dunbarton Planning Board for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Board of Selectmen will appoint other Planning Board members at a later date. 

Zoning Board of Adjustment: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint John Trottier, John Herlihy, and Dan DalPra, Alternate, to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for three years with a term ending in March 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Common Project:  

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Diana Driscoll, Donna Dunn, Paula Mangini, Gail Martel, Judy Petersen, Leo Martel, and Nancy Rissa to the Town Common Project for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Board of Selectmen will check regarding Joanne Johnson and Selectmen’s Representative reappointments.  

Recreation Commission:

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Jeffrey Nelson to the Recreation Commission for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Conservation Commission: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Darlene Jarvis and Matthew Lavey to the Conservation Commission for three years with a term ending in March 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Forest Committee:  

Selectmen will nominate Town Forest Committee at a later date. 

Town Hearse Restoration Committee: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Donna Dunn, Nancy Frost, Gail Martel, and Robert Boynton to the Town Hearse Restoration Committee for one year with a term ending in March 2007.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following: 

1.  Roads Public Hearing: 

It was noted for the record that the Roads Public Hearing will be scheduled in the near future.  

2. Capital Area Public Health Network Agreement
Noted this was part of the Hazard Mitigation Process.  Agreement needs to be signed by the Selectmen for all the Towns and Cities involved in the Compact Towns.  All work together in the Capital Area Public Health Network.  The government wants it this way.  We had to have a plan for FEMA so we could apply for grants.  This is the same idea for the Health Network.   This is a Public Health issue.  

Selectmen need to sign agreement.  

Kenneth Swayze, Building Department: 

1. Jacqueline Drive Deed is in process.  

a. The Culdasac never got built.  It is a third of a culdasac.  It is a small size piece of asphalt.  

b. There are no legal easements on the culdasac.   Town has no right to have the culdasac there at this time.  

c. Lane has no entitlement to that culdasac from Dunbarton.   Have spoken with Don Lane re these issues.  

d. Drainage easements down below have no easements given to Dunbarton.  

e. Michel Belanger needs to give the Town of Dunbarton the proper easements.      Assume Michel Belanger will sign these easements.  

f. All owners of properties on Jacqueline Drive were put on notice of the easements because of the plan which has been recorded and filed at the Registry of Deeds.  

2. Chan Road Work for approved subdivision.   

Ken Swayze reported the Chan’s are presently doing work on their end of the road with excavators, etc.  They do not have their subdivision in order at this point.  They do not have their Wetlands Permit yet.  They submitted the request for the Wetlands Permit two weeks ago.  They are missing the requirements of the subdivision decision. 

3. Mr. Chan can work on Gile Road if the Selectmen give him permission.  He has to have a written agreement with the Board of Selectmen.  Mr. Chan is prepared to do this.  He also has to have an escrow account.  Don Mayo also needs to be there.  Ken Swayze, Jeff Crosby and Don Mayo need to do a Site Walk.  

Estimate of $2,000 to set up an Escrow Account for Don Mayo’s work.  

4. The Chan’s have placed a rock wall in the middle of the proposed culdasac.  

5. Need to have an “Exaction Fee” for when the Building Permits are issued.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Gates on Legache Hill Road: 

Les Hammond brought up the subject of gates on Legache Hill, etc.  Stated that Eric Hodgman and Ray Simard have stated that at a Public Hearing, the Conservation Commission stated this road would never be gated, etc. 

Mert Mann stated before concerned citizens come in to talk with the Selectmen, he would like to have the Conservation Commission or citizens do appropriate research so there are facts in writing that can be referred to.  Brett St. Claire and Larry Cook should research the Conservation Commission’s records.  

It was thought that possibly this statement had been made at one of the Public Hearings when the Conservation Commission was seeking Federal Funds for the land purchase.  

Before any gates are put in, the Board of Selectmen will make sure they had never stated the road would not be gated.  

Les Hammond will call Ray Simard and Eric Hodgman.  Janice VandeBogart will call Larry Cook and Brett St. Claire. 

After discussion, it was decided to leave the house near Kimball Pond,  with tenant Scott Warriner as is.
