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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, APRIL 20,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman, presiding.  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.   The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence, signed checks, and reviewed and signed minutes prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:  

Roof Repairs to Town Hall: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, read the quotes from Frank B. Iberger,  FBI, which had been submitted for repairs to the Town Hall Slate Roof as follows: 


70 pieces of slate roof to be replaced to the Town Hall Roof

1. 70 new pieces of slate - $2,090

2. 70 used pieces of slate - $1,890

3. Re-roof the entire roof with a 50 year guarantee - $20,250

4. Metal roof - $26,325

Board Discussion:  

Les Hammond reported that the problem was that the slates were rotten and crumbling, therefore the nails were pulling out.  The rest of the roof is eventually going to come down.   Selectmen should consider the possibility of  replacing the roof either next year or the year after.  During the next rain storm, someone should go into the attic and look to see if there are any leaks, etc.  George Chase was the last one to do repairs on the Town Hall Roof which was some time ago.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid for $1,890 for used slate tiles for the Town Hall Roof to be replaced by Frank B. Iberger, FBI.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Temporary Sign Ordinance:


Mert Mann, Chairman, asked what the status of the approved “Temporary Sign Ordinance” was. 

Les Hammond stated that he was in the process of obtaining e-mail addresses for businesses who are putting temporary signs up on land that they do not own.  

Transfer Station:

Les Hammond reported that he had contacted Public Service Company regarding three phase electrical service at the Transfer Station.  The closest available three phase service is in Hopkinton.  Public Service Company stated an estimated cost of $500,000.  

Fuel Tanks for Town Offices:  

Mert Mann, Chairman, asked Rene Forcier if any progress had been made regarding the relocation of the fuel tanks for the Town Offices.  Rene Forcier stated he was waiting to speak with J. R. Swindlehurst about them.  

Town Common Committee, Donna Dunn:

Donna Dunn reported that they would be able to come to the Selectmen’s meeting on Thursday, May 4, 2006.  In addition, she requested that Mert Mann replace Charles (Chuck) Graybill as Selectmen’s representative on the Town Common Committee.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will check to see if this is an appointment or not. 

Kimball Pond Gates – Signs:

Mert Mann, Chairman, reported that he wanted to confirm the fact that we did agree to put the gates up but they will be unlocked because the road is a Class VI road.  There is an RSA that prohibits locking of gates on Class VI roads.   He noted the Selectmen have given the Conservation Commission their approval to put up the gates.  

At this point, Rene Forcier presented a draft of a proposed sign to be put on the gates explaining their purpose as follows: 

PROHIBITED CONDUCT



No Alcoholic Beverages allowed. 



Parking permitted in designated areas only. 



Curfew from 11:00 PM to 5:00 AM



Camping in prohibited except by permit.  Permits can be obtained



In the Dunbarton Town Offices. 



Violation of this ordinance may result in up to a $1,000 fine. 




By order of Dunbarton Board of Selectmen

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve putting the above sign up on the gates when they are installed.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point in the discussion, Lori Davis stated that because money cannot be spent on Class VI Roads, does this mean the Town Employees cannot be paid to put the gates up?  

Selectmen replied that the Conservation Commission will be putting the gates up.  

Town Forest Committee Appointment: 

Les Hammond reported that Fred Mullen had checked with Jacques Belanger regarding being appointed to the Town Forest Committee, and Jacques Belanger had agreed. 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that Jacques Belanger be appointed to the Town Forest Committee with a term ending March 2009.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Roads Public Hearing: 

Mert Mann noted that the Town Roads Public Hearing will be held on Thursday, April 27, 2006 at the Town Offices.  

Transfer Station: 

Les Hammond reported that he had received a visit from Charles (Chuck) Williamson and Chuck wanted to clarify the point that the Recycling Committee did not go against the recommendations of the Company that was installing the compactor unit.  There were no issues until after the unit was all installed.  It was after the equipment was having problems the issues came up regarding the electrical service.  

Comments from the Public:  

Lori Davis asked if the Selectmen had received any notification from the Metro Chamber Committee regarding promoting business in Dunbarton.  


Selectmen reported they have heard nothing from them.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion to adjourn the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen’s Meeting at 7:45 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
