MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, APRIL 27,   2006

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding. .  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

Chairman Mert Mann noted that Rene Forcier was excused because of Personal Business.  

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:


Martha Rae, Tax Collector:

1. Martha Rae, Tax Collector, appeared before the Board with a list of three properties which are scheduled to be deeded to the Town if not paid by Monday, May 1, 2006.  She stated she had contacted two of them, one of which is paid and the other is desperately trying to pay.  The third taxpayer she has been unable to reach.  

2. Martha Rae, Tax Collector, reported that she had placed tax liens on 29 properties for a total of $66,000.

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator:

Cemetery  Deeds

1.  Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented three cemetery deeds to be signed by the Selectmen.  The two Selectmen present signed the deeds.  Rene Forcier will sign when he returns.

Town Forest Committee Meeting:  

1. Reported that the Town Forest Committee will be meeting on Wednesday, May 3, 2006 at 7:30 p.m. at the Fire Station.   

 Appointment to Concord Regional Solid Waste Resource Recovery Cooperative:  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond to fill out the unexpired term of representative to the Concord Regional Solid Waste Resource Recovery Cooperative vacated by the death of John Swindlehurst II with a term ending 11/2006.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

New Hampshire Beautiful Project Recycling Bins

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that there will be Green Recycling Bins for sale at a cost of $3 each at the Transfer Station.  Ordering will take place from April 29 – May 20, 2006.  Bins must be paid for in advance.  Each bin has the NH the Beautiful logo and the words “we recycle” on each side.  The entire process will be separate from the Transfer Station operations and will be handled by Tammy Luba.  Customers will be able to pick up the bins from the Transfer Station beginning May 31, 2006.  

Town Office Construction Process:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the construction for the Town Offices was proceeding well.  The Building Department is almost moved in.  The computers will be hooked up on Monday by Robert.  Sliding windows are on order.  Will be in next week.  The Office staff is in the process of cleaning out and rearranging, etc.  Presently, the meeting room needs to be used for storage of materials for the renovation.  The middle room and Martha will be moved over and then will start construction in the Selectmen’s Office.  There is a three week time frame but not known at this time if it will happen within the three weeks because of congestion, and moving, etc.  

7:30 P.M. - TOWN ROADS HEARING

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, opened the Town Roads Hearing.  He stated that this hearing was not required by law but it was something that the Town has usually done to keep residents informed as to what road projects would be worked on for the year.

Mert Mann, Chairman,  turned the meeting over to Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, who explained upcoming projects for the Highway Department for this year as follows: 

1. Plan to pave Black Brook Road from Route 13 approximately 2.25 miles.  There will be light drainage work with no heavy construction.  We will try to preserve what we have.

Last year we repaved Gorham Pond Road.  This year it will be Black Brook Road.   The repaving will probably increase the speed that people travel on the road.  The repaving helps with the winter snow plowing.  

2. Will be doing drainage work and fill on Rangeway Road.  Will be doing culvert work.  Already have the permit which expires in 10/2007.  As long as water levels remain low, we will be able to do this work.   Will also be working on the intersection of Rangeway Road and Robert Rogers Road.  Have already checked with Eric Hodgman, landowner, and he is in agreement.  

3. Will continue to do work on the shoulders.  Did shoulders on Tenney Hill Road last year and worked out well.  

4. Tree Removal – Are trying to get a company that will work with us.  There are hazard trees all over Town.  These trees are within the right of the way of the Town Roads.  

5. Plan to seal cracks on Old Fort Estates Road and  Old Hopkinton Road.  These are good roads to seal because they will benefit from it.  Robert Rogers Road was sealed a few years ago.  

6. Will be painting lines on the roads.  Makes it easier for driving, etc. 

7. Will be doing drainage and crushed gravel on Old Mill Brook Road.  It is down to bare rocks, etc.  Can’t be graded.  

John Trottier asked how long it would take to complete the work on Black Brook Road.  The Road Agent stated that it would be about two days and traffic would be diverted.  John also asked about the crack sealing of the roads, if the town would be doing that or not and the Road Agent stated that a company would come in to do the crack sealing.  

Wayne Bracy asked about if some trees that might need to be taken down on Old Mill Brook Road.  The Road Agent stated that if the trees are near the lines then will have to call Public Service.  

John Trottier stated that with Dead Tree Removal, they must be within the Town’s Right of Way before it is the Town’s responsibility to take them down. 

Alison Vallieres noted that the dead tree on Devil Steps Road was well within the Town Right of Way.  

David Nault asked if they were going to be shimming the roads after. 

John Trottier asked if the Highway Department had completed the shoulder work on Gorham Pond Road.  

Ron Slocum asked about dust control.  He stated there are many construction trucks going up and down Tenney Hill creating dust.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that Calcium can be put down to reduce dust, etc.  

Phyllis Biron stated she felt it was grand that there will be something done on Old Mill Brook Road.  Is this the time to ask what the width of Old Mill Brook Road is?  If the Road Agent is going to be doing work, he needs to know what the width is, etc.  

Mert Mann stated “No, this is not the time to discuss the width of Old Mill Brook Road.  This is a Roads Hearing for Upcoming Projects for the Year”.  

Wayne Bracy stated that this will be the first time in 27 years that something has been done to Old Mill Brook Road.  

Ron Slocum stated that last year, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, brought in a lot of gravel onto the Tenney Hill Road and regraded  and leveled it off.  This helped a lot.  

There being no further questions or comments from the public, Mert Mann, Chairman, closed the Public Hearing on Roads.  

David Nault asked the Board about the gates on Kimball Pond Road.  He said the Conservation Commission had contacted him about them.  

Les Hammond will be attending the  Conservation Commission Hearing next time.  

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, stated the gates will never be locked.  The Conservation Commission has the Selectmen’s permission to put the gates up if they want but they never can be locked according to State law.  State Law states that you cannot lock the gates on a Class VI road.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT:

1. Asked about obstructions in culvert pipes and unblocking them, etc.  There is a culvert pipe at Flintlock Farm Road that is being blocked by a resident because he wants the water around his house.  The Highway Department is responsible for the maintenance of culverts.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that the State does inspections of dams and notifies the Town of any maintenance issues.  

2. Reported there is another culvert which needs maintenance just before Black Brook Road and Old Mill Brook Road.  The beavers have already built a dam.  

3. Reported that on Grapevine Road, the inlet was blocked.  Water has gone up a foot.  This is a large culvert and the State has commented on this one.  

4. Regarding the pond behind Auger’s home, at one point Brown (Developer) had put in the pipe too high, and it had resulted in flooding of Swindlehurst property so the pipe had to be lowered, etc.  The State does inspect dams.  Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator,  noted that the Town pays a $100 fee for Flintlock Farm Dam and Kimball Pond Dam.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that these are not a “big” problem because they are fairly small and would not cause a large problem by flooding over the road, etc.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that Old Mill Brook Road needs major improvements.  The road is narrow and two cars can’t pass.  The Town is not going to be cutting trees.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:13 p.m. with the following motion:
