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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 11 ,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding. .  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

Mert Mann reported that Rene Forcier was absent because of personal reasons. 

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Martha Rae, Tax Collector:  

1. Martha Rae, Tax Collector, presented the Selectmen with a Tax Deed to be signed by the Selectmen.  Selectmen signed the deed.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator: 

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that they have added an extra phone for the Building Department and an extra phone for the Town Clerk.  We used refurbished phones.  There is not enough room in the system to add two phones.  We made the decision to give the cordless phone to the Selectmen’s quarters, because this phone will be used mainly for outgoing calls only.  All the circuits are full.  There is room for expansion consisting of eight more lines if the town purchases an upgrade for $250.00 plus the extra phones.  

2. Gary Maccubbin reported that Charles Bass will be speaking at the Dunbarton Memorial Services this year.  

3. Judy Peterson, Dunbarton Garden Club, has requested that the Town purchase bark mulch for distribution on the Town Common.  The Garden Club would like to coordinate with the Road Agent regarding any Town owned land they could plant flowers including daffodils.  They will be coming to the Selectmen’s Meeting next week and talk about the “Daffodils for Dunbarton” Program.  

4. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that any taxes which the owner of the Tax Deeded property have paid must be reimbursed by the Town.  There will be a check in the amount of $650.10 to be reimbursed. 

5. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that they would like to replace the two outside doors with new insulated doors at a cost of $1,050 each.  This was not included in the bid for the Town Office repairs.  Each door will be locked.  One key will fit both doors.  There will be a new distribution of keys.  

Fire Chief Wiggin has suggested that the Town have a Knox Box Rapid Entry System with keys in it for the Fire Department.  The cost is $189.00.  

Les Hammond suggested that it would be cheaper to just break a window if the Fire Department needed to enter the building instead of purchasing the Knox Box, etc. 

At this point, the Selectmen agreed not to purchase the Knox Box Rapid Entry System. 

6. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated there has been no response from the letter written to Comcast regarding Cable for Dunbarton.  

Les Hammond will call them to get an update. 

7. Les Hammond reported that J. R. Swindlehurst was getting information for the Board to look at regarding the two oil tanks versus having one large tank.  The sump pump has been replaced in the cellar of the Town Offices.  

8. Les Hammond reported that Sam Abram property was up for sale. Abram is trying to sell the whole parcel as one.  Les Hammond stated he could not be involved because Burchell Realty was the Broker.  He stated there is a deeded right to use this  for a leach field for the Town Offices and the Town Hall.  He reported the church has its own septic on their own land therefore they are not interested in purchasing land.  Abutters are interested in purchasing portions of the property.  Les Hammond brought up the subject of the Town possibly purchasing a portion of the property for the septic, etc.  

Mert Mann stated there was no money allocated in the present budget for purchase of land thereby it could not be purchased by the Town, etc.  

9. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that Kyle Parker, Assistant Building Inspector, (part-time) would be interested in doing maintenance work for the Town when needed.  This is his line of work.  It was noted that the Town Hall Sign needs to be refurbished along with fixing the coving in the Town Hall where the birds are entering and building nests, etc.  

Selectmen agreed that this was a possible solution to maintenance work, etc.  They will consider.
