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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 18,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting  was called to order at 7:04 p.m.    The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

Mert Mann reported that Rene Forcier was absent because of medical reasons. 

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Roger Gagne:  Regarding deeded land for non-payment of taxes:

Roger Gagne, 2 Jewett Road, Dunbarton, NH appeared before the Board of Selectmen.  He stated he wanted to buy back his property on County Road (D5-01-06) which had been signed over to the Town as a Tax Deed last Thursday evening at the Selectmen’s Meeting.   He stated his address had been changed and he never received any notices.  The total amount due including $20.00 fees is $3,173.69.  Mr. Gagne stated he would bring a check in to the Town Office on Friday, May 19, 2006 for the total amount.   The Selectmen were in agreement.  

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen  issue a deed from the Town of Dunbarton to Roger Gagne in consideration of $3,173.69 to be paid by Cashier’s Check to be delivered on May 19, 2006 for back taxes on property located on 63 County Road (D5-01-06) land only.    Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Roger Gagne thanked the Board of Selectmen for their consideration. 

Donna Dunn and Judy Petersen:  Regarding funds collected from Sale of Daffodils:

1. Donna Dunn reported that she had received a telephone call from Mrs. Shumaker, Barnard Hill Road regarding two 1950-60’s vintage school desks that she would like to donate to the Town, etc.  Donna Dunn stated this had been sold many years ago by the school for $10 each.  

The Board of Selectmen recommended that they be stored in the Town Hall for future sale, etc. 

2. Judy Peterson presented a report showing the sale of Daffodils for the year 2005. (attached)  She stated this year they have “seed” money for they won’t have to borrow from members for the bulb purchase.  

Judy Peterson stated they had also been able to plant almost 700 bulbs on Public Land in Dunbarton.  She stated they were looking for feedback from the Dunbarton Selectmen. 

a. They are looking for spots throughout the Town on public land to plant bulbs.  They would like to plant bulbs at intersections near the Town signs, etc. and along Route 13.  

b. Noted that bulbs had been planted along Gorham Pond Road last year.  

Les Hammond stated they would not want the bulbs within the Town Right of Way.  

c. Asked if they could be made aware of any areas where the Town would be changing the contour of the road.  They could plant bulbs in those areas.  

d. Are trying to find patrons for planting.  We offer the service of planting the bulbs also.  We have contacted the 4-H, Boy Scouts, etc.  Sending letters to all non-profit organizations throughout the Town.  

e. Are considering planting along all roads that come into Dunbarton such as Twist Hill Road, etc. and would plant bulbs in the fringe areas.  

f. Cory MacCubbin, Cemetery Trustee, is interested in participating in the planting also.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss flood issues, etc.  

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, informed Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, that FEMA would be in Dunbarton on Friday, May 19, 2006 for a field inspection of damage which would qualify for reimbursement from FEMA.   She advised him to get together a list of damage including estimates for Friday, 5/19/06.  FEMA will be looking at damage in other cities and towns in Merrimack County  prior to coming to Dunbarton.  Evidently, if FEMA finds sufficient dollar amounts to qualify for FEMA assistance in other Towns, they might not visit with Dunbarton. 

2. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will price out a larger culvert for the Kimball Pond Road.  He stated we have to wait for the water to go down anyway before any repairs are considered.  He stated if the Town is considering widening Kimball Pond Road, the cost will be higher.  If we are going to do this, we should be bettering ourselves, etc.  

Mert Mann stated that he sees no reason for widening of Kimball Pond Road.  Even if we put in a larger culvert, it would not require widening of the road.  Mert Mann stated the widening of the road is not contingent upon the size of the culvert to be put in. 

Mert Mann asked that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, estimate the cost for a larger culvert for Kimball Pond Road and not widening of the road.  I don’t feel we should expect the Federal Government to pay for bettering ourselves, etc.  by widening the road.  

Mert Mann noted that the Hazard Mitigation Plan was in place which allows for FEMA funds to be received by the Town.  

3. Mert Mann stated that Rep. Mary Beth Walsh, Bow, had come to the Town Offices asking if everything was okay.  

4. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, also stated they would be replacing the culvert on Rangeway Road.  

5. Jeff Crosby noted that Kimball Pond Dam only had minor damage.  Gravel was eroding around the edges, etc.  Dam appears to be okay. 

6. The Selectmen advised Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, that they needed the cost estimates for doing emergency repairs plus total repairs.  They do not want this to adversely affect the Tax Rate.  

7. Jeff Crosby asked if the Town does not get any FEMA monies what do we do?  

8. The Selectmen requested that Jeff Crosby come up with a plan to reopen Kimball Pond Road.  

Les Hammond stated that Legache Hill Road would be his priority at this time because there are residents living on the road.  

Larry Cook, Dunbarton Conservation Commission: 

1. Larry Cook reported that the Kimball Pond Dam looked solid after the flooding.  He stated that the Town of Dunbarton owns the dam. 

2. Noted that on Gorham Pond Road, and Tenney Hill Road, culverts took a “beating” during the flooding.  

3. Mert Mann stated that it is time for the State of Massachusetts to pay up what is owned New Hampshire for lands taken for flood control.  

4. Larry Cook reported that the Dunbarton Conservation Commission had called Fish and Game and spoken with Lt. Kevin Jordan who is the Law Enforcement Officer for the State.  He attended the last Conservation Commission meeting.  We are trying to prevent dumping and ATV use of the property.  Unfortunately, an unlocked gat is not going to do anything according to Lt. Jordan.  It is only going to deter the good users of the property.  

5. Have decided to gate two trails that go from Legache Hill up the powerlines.  We will use the gates in a different location, and they will be locked.  We will put up a kioz at both ends of the roads and put up other types of information, etc.  There are signs that state “No wheeled vehicles”.    Had someone call because he put them up on the road itself.  Just wanted to get signs up.  Need to be on a designated ATV trail.  By giving them signs, it gives them that much more judicial help. Lt. Jordan has stated he will step up the patrolling.  We are never going to be able to stop the ATV’s.  The plan is to watch the area and ticket a lot of people.  That will squelch it down.  Ray Simard seemed to feel it was a good idea.  Will be coordinating with adjacent landowners.  The Police Department does not have the ability to chase ATV’s down.  The Town of Bow is having big problems with ATV’s.  

6. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked how many of the gates  the Conservation Commission was going to use.   He stated he could use a gate if it was available.  

Larry Cook stated they would probably be using two gates on trails off Legache Hill Road.  Possibly also use one across the old logging road by Kimball Pond Road.  Don’t know at this time if they will  have a gate left over or not.  If they do, the Town is welcomed to it.  

Town Hall Repairs:  

1. Les Hammond stated the Town needs to do the down stairs cleanup in the Town Hall as soon as possible.  

2. Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, checked on the Town Hall basement and there was just a little bit of water on the floor during the flooding.  

3. It was noted they should get all the “stuff” out of the basement as soon as possible.  Need to coordinate a work crew.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting at 8:24 p.m.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
