DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JUNE 1,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman, presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.    The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Cell Tower Road:

Les Hammond reported that the Cell Tower Road needs to be repaired by U. S. Cellular according to Jeff Crosby, Road Agent.  Will check the recorded plan.  Plan states that culvert needs to be replaced.  

Transfer Station:

1.  Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station, stated the Transfer Station will be closed on Tuesday, July 4th.  Will be open on Wednesday, July 5 from 10 am – 3 pm for Commercial Haulers.  

2.  Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station, has requested Annual Leave time in June.  

     Selectmen approved and signed Annual Leave request for Patrick Bowne.  

3. Public Service of New Hampshire has sent the results of the voltage check which they conducted at the Transfer Station.  The voltage range is between 119 – 123.   Public Service Company would like to run another line to the Transfer Station. 

4. Have ordered exhaust fans for the Transfer Station.  

Fluorescent Bulbs:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that there were old fluorescent bulbs in the Town Hall.  Will check with the Library to see if they are workable for them.  Patrick Bowne will check out the bulbs to see if they are still good. 

Kyle Parker, to discuss Maintenance Person for the Town:

Les Hammond noted that the Board of Selectmen was looking for a Maintenance Person to work by the hour to do various maintenance jobs for the Town.  The Town has been “burnt” several times with unknown contractors.  The Board of Selectmen feels they should contract with someone to do these types of projects as follows: 

1.  Library Door needs to be worked on. 

2. Oil Tank stand needs to be built

3. Eave vents in the Town Hall need to be worked on or replaced. 

4. Need screens to be put in the cellar windows in the Town Hall. 

5. Two fans need to be installed in the Fire Station.  

6. Roof leaks in the Fire Station.

7. Old Town Hall Sign needs to be refurbished.  

Les Hammond stated it would be general maintenance work.  

Mert Mann noted that any large project which entailed over $1,000 etc. would still have to be put out to bid.  

Selectmen noted they would like to thank Kyle Parker for a super job done in the renovations of the Town Offices. 

Town Hall

Les Hammond stated he would like to be able to hire Ben Williamson to pick up at the Town Hall.  There is a lot of junk in the cellar that should be removed.  Andrea (Librarian) would like to see it cleaned up by the end of July if possible.

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated the Transfer Station had received two resignations as follows:

Janice VandeBogart will write a letter to each employee from the Board of Selectmen thanking them for their work, etc. 

Copier Machine Problem:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that they had a Copier Machine problem this week.  A sensor went bad.  It caused burnt out wiring.  The copier machine had been moved and possibly the fact that it was not on a dedicated circuit caused the problem.  Kyle Parker has called the electrician, and he will check it out.  We think there are two dedicated circuits, and we can resolve the problem.  The copier is going on five years old and according to the company, it is good for ten years.  

Charles Graybill, Former Selecmen:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that Charles Graybill had visited the Town Offices and had the following question which was asked him by a resident: 

1. Resident of Gorham Pond area had been cleaning out cellar after flooding and taking out old wet insulation and wallboard.  He wanted to know if he brings it to the Transfer Station, will he be charged to dispose of it. 

Selectmen reached a consensus that he would be charged a fee for disposing of the materials.  There is the possibility of the resident receiving FEMA monies.  

Property Liability Insurance:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the Town Property Liability Insurance was up for renewal.  There are two dams which the Town owns, one at Kimball Pond and one at Flintlock Farms.  They would cover the dams but not for “Acts of God”, or normal wear and tear, etc.  Any liability downstream is covered automatically.
