MINUTES OF MEETING

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting  was called to order at 7:00 p.m.    The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator:

1. An Invitation was received for the Dunbarton Elementary School Graduation to be held on  Tuesday, June 20, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. at the Dunbarton Community Center  inviting Town Officials to attend the Graduation Services.

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 to discuss personnel issues at 7:05 p.m.   Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 to discuss personnel issues at 7:22 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen recommend the hiring of Melanie Elizabeth Johnson, 222 Stark Highway North, Dunbarton, NH and David Allen Medeiros, 1271 Montalona Road, Dunbarton, NH as part-time employees at the Transfer Station subject to background checks and physicals.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Tim Terragni, Chairman, Board of Assessors:  Update on Meeting with Vision Appraisal:

1. Tim Terragni reported on the recent development that had come up regarding a potential error in the Reval.  This came to the Board of  Assessors’ attention around June 1-2, and we got right on this.  Mary LaValley was researching property records and noticed discrepancies.  She should get the recognition for discovering the error.  As of today, we met with Vision. 

2. There are 179 properties that are over assessed.  The error is in certain properties being assessed with a finished attic whereby they do not have a finished attic.  The error would be difficult to find by a Homeowner because it was within the Computer Program and would not come to the Homeowner’s attention.  

3. The total valuation of over assessment is $937,000.  This equates to a $14,000 total tax dollars loss to the Town.  

4. Vision Appraisal has agreed that it is  their mistake, and they are offering to pay for the software, etc. plus they have offered free support ($3,900/year) for two years.  They have been very good about support.  (The Town would have to pay for the $3,900 per year for support anyway if they did not offer it.)

Les Hammond asked how much the Town will incur for expenses to correct this error. We have got to mail adjusted bills for 2006 and return each overcharged homeowners a check, etc.  It will take the Tax Collector’s time, etc.  How much will it cost the Town?   

The total expenses for the error have not been established at this point.  

Checks will be mailed to the taxpayers for the overpayment plus interest  for the 2005 taxes.  

Tim Terrangi stated the Board of Assessors was still negotiating with Vision Appraisals to determine what the settlement will be.  When the Board of Assessors reaches a determination with Vision Appraisals, they will inform the Board of Selectmen of the settlement, etc.   He stated it would be up to the Board of Assessors to decide upon the settlement.  

MRI spent at least 15 hours of work to correct the mistake.  The mistake was not the Town’s fault.  

5. Les Hammond stated that one of his sons would be coming to the Board of Assessors to review a Current Use Penalty.  

FEMA:

1. Les Hammond reported that both he and Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, had attended the FEMA Meeting on Monday, June 12, 2006.  There were 12 Town Representatives and 10 FEMA/State Officials present. 

2.  Filled out a one page form for FEMA reimbursement for two culverts, Legache Hill Road and Kimball Pond Road.  The period of time for occurrence of damages, etc. is May 12 – May 22, 2006.  

3.     FEMA will also pay for mitigation to make a situation better, etc.  

4. FEMA pays 75% of the cost and there is a possibility that the State will be able to pay 12 ½% at a later time.  At this point, there are no funds within the State Budget for reimbursements.  

OIL LEAK, TOWN OFFICE:  

1. Mert Mann reported that an oil leak in the fuel tanks in the Town Offices was discovered this past week (Tuesday, June 13, 2006).  

2. Clean Harbors and Environmental Services were called and checked out the area, etc.  Samples have been taken of the surrounding soils, etc.  

3. J. R. Swindlehurst pumped out 264 gallons of fuel oil and is giving the Town credit, etc.  

4. David Leathers, Department of Environmental Services, has stated there will be funds to cover this situation with the exception of $100.  There is money that will pay for the pumping out of the fuel oil, etc. also.  

5. The tanks will be taken out ASAP and will be moved above the ground.  

6. Clean Harbors has to come back and inspect and take soil samples out back, etc.  

TOWN CLERK, RENOVATIONS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented a letter to the Board of Selectmen from the Town Clerk noting several items remaining to be done in her work area as follows: 

1. Turn shade around so draw is not accessible to public

2. Install sliding window (I know the other departments have opted not to have one, but I would still like one installed)

3. Level the green “safe”. 

4. Return the trim to its spot above the blackboard. 

At this point, the Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that they would not authorize the  purchase of a sliding window at this time.  

POLE LICENSES, SELECTMEN’S SIGNATURES:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented Pole Licenses from Public Service to be signed by the Selectmen.  

Les Hammond noted Public Service Company has not removed the poles which he called about some time ago. 

LETTERS TO FORMER EMPLOYEES: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented letters to former employees of the Transfer Station who had resigned to Selectmen for their signatures.  

Selectmen signed letters.  

LEGAL REPRESENTATION:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator,  reported that Ransmeier and Spellman would not be bidding on the legal contract for the Town. 

LIBRARY:

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the Library had left a message on the Answering Machine asking about their using the space where the former staircase was in the south front of the Town Hall for more room at the Library. 

The Selectmen wanted to know what Department would be paying for the renovations.  

SEWAGE TREATMENT PLANT AGREEMENT:  

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented agreement forms for the Selectmen’s signature to cover the Town in the event of the need for septic to be accepted by the Concord Sewage Treatment Plant.  This means they will not turn the septic truck away.  There is no charge for this but it insures that Dunbarton has a place that will accept septic, etc. 

Selectmen signed the agreements.  

FBI – ROOF REPAIRS TO TOWN HALL: 

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that she had received via FAX an estimate from FBI for the Town Hall Roof Repairs  at a total cost of $1,800.00, with $945 due upon signing.  

Selectmen agreed that there would be no advance payments because there was no materials involved, etc.  

RENE FORCIER, SELECTMAN: 

Rene Forcier, Selectman, stated that he would like to thank everyone in the Town Offices for their support during his recent illness and operation.  He stated he really appreciated their support and thoughts over the past few weeks.
