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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JUNE 29,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting  was called to order at 7:04 p.m.    The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:  

1. Les Hammond opened bid for Electrical Services for the Town as follows: 

Ernie’s Electrical Services, Inc.

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 

Patrick “Woody” Bowne appeared before the Board of Selectmen and discussed the following items: 

1. Stated that the employee that was hired June 15, 2006 (Johnson) is not interested in working only  as a “call-in basis”.  Based on this, he would recommend the hiring of Travis Michael Corcoran, Barnard Hill Road, Dunbarton, NH subject to the appropriate security check and physical exam.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen hire Travis Michael Corcoran as a part-time employee for the Transfer Station subject to the appropriate security check and physical exam.  Mert Mann seconded the motion. 

The motion passed unanimously.  

2. Reported that the motor for the compactor at the Transfer Station burned out on Wednesday  this past week.  Based on this, he did not take his scheduled vacation as previously approved.  He would like to take the following week instead.  Has spent time calling Atlantic and Public Service Company of New Hampshire regarding the problem.  Atlantic finally has replaced the motor.  Have put back the original hydraulic pump.  Still working with Atlantic.  Have called them four times in three days.  We have a brand new motor which is operating at ½ - ¾ capacity at this time.  Are compacting between 9-11-12 Tons instead of 11-15 Tons usually.   Have talked to Public Service Company and there is a power drop coming from the pole to the building.  Public Service’s recommendation was that power drop needs to be beside the machine.  Public Service recommends three times the power would be necessary, etc.  

Had extra help come in on Saturday to help out with the situation.  Got the backhoe from the Highway Department.  Were able to work through the situation by using the open tops, etc.  

Rene Forcier stated he would like to see the letter from Public Service Company of New Hampshire for the next meeting and the number of loads from the first of the year, etc.  The Selectmen can look the information over at the next meeting.  

Patrick “Woody” Bowne” stated all the Town has to do is put in the conduit.  Public Service wants to run a second line into the building.  

Les Hammond stated the Selectmen would like to thank all the employees and Tammy for their help during this situation. 

Rene Forcier stated they all did a good job. 

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 

1. Reported that Shedd’s who live on Little Lane has reported a problem with a culvert under their driveway.  The culvert has been in there since they moved in 6-7 years ago.  They have done a lot of landscaping within the past year or so.  They did not know the culvert was there until recently when they started to have problems with it.  

Jeff Crosby suggested that they could put a pipe of their own under the driveway.  When they got their driveway permit, a culvert was not required.  The culvert possibly was partially blocked this year with all this rain causing the problem.  

The Selectmen and the Road Agent agreed the culvert is on their (Shedd) property and not the responsibility of the Town to replace.  

2. Forest Melendy, Karen Road, Gorham Pond, has reported problem with a large culvert on his driveway.  They cannot afford to buy any stone, etc.  

The Selectmen and the Road Agent agreed the culvert is on their (Melendy) property and not the responsibility of the Town to replace.  

3. Reported on the Grader search.  Have located a possible grader from the Town of Orford for $42,000.  Presented a picture of the grader to the Board.   It is a 1986 model.   The Town of Orford  has ordered a new grader which will be delivered in August.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he is looking for either a John Deere or Caterpillar because parts are available, etc.  

4. Presented engineering and plans for the replacement of the culvert on Kimball Pond Road.

       Stated the engineering shows that the culvert should be a 5’ x 10’ culvert in pre-cast units. 

      Cost of the culvert will be between $25,000 - $30,000 for the materials.  Once it is in place, it

      will result in a 19’ wide traveled way.  Will come in sections that will fit into the truck for 

      delivery, etc.  There will be wing walls on the culvert.  This prevents water from eating away 

      at the culvert.   The culvert will have no bottom which is environmentally good.  

a.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had met with FEMA on Monday of this week.  At that time, he had not received the specifications for the proposed culvert.  FEMA will pay 75% of the cost and the State will pay up to 12.5% but the State has no money at this time.  

b.  If we put a 60” pipe back in, it is only good for a ten year storm.  In addition, we will have to put in guard rails, etc.  We can put in three – 60” culvert pipes at a cost of $25,000.  We are much better off replacing the culvert with the right size, etc.  

c. Estimated total cost will be between $75,000 and $80,000.  FEMA will give us some upfront money but unknown how much at this time.  Jeff Crosby has been in touch with the FEMA representative Noel Ryan.  Stated he need the Selectmen’s approval as to whether he should proceed with the culvert replacement, etc. according to the engineering recommendations.  He stated that if he does this, it will severely affect the Highway Department budget especially with regard to paving.  He is in the process of receiving bids for paving from BROX and Pike.  We will not be able to do a lot of paving this year as planned.  

At this point in the discussion, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, should start the process for the replacement of the culvert on Kimball Pond Road according to the recommendations of the engineering, etc.  

It is unknown whether FEMA reimbursement will be forthcoming this year or not.  

d. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that the bridge created by the culvert will qualify to be on the State Bridge list because it will be over 10’.  

5. Reported that because the Legache Hill culvert stayed in place, FEMA will not share in the cost of replacement.  The present culvert is one half concrete (48”) and one half metal (36”) which does not work well.  

6. Alison Vallieres asked about when the dead tree on Devil Steps Road within the Town right of way could be taken down.  

7. Rene Forcier asked how the new Town Salt Shed had gotten painted.  He stated he had not seen any bids or estimate on the painting of the shed, etc.  

Jeff Crosby stated that back in January 2006, he had informed the Selectmen that eventually the Salt Shed would have to be painted.  He had informed the Selectmen at that time that there was enough money left to paint the building.  They informed me to get a price on it.  I had the painter do some work at my apartment and I knew what kind of work he did so I agreed to have him paint the Salt Shed.  He was the only painter who didn’t want to spray it.  He stated that it should be painted with oil paint by brush.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

1.  Linda Peters, Town Clerk, reported that there was a Prescription Plan available to all Merrimack County residents at no cost. She stated she had attended the meeting explaining the program.    She stated she felt this might be helpful for Welfare applicants, etc.  She will work with Donna Meuse, Welfare Director.  In addition, it would cover any medications that would not be covered by someone’s prescription plan.  She distributed information to the Selectmen and others present.    This is available to everyone in Merrimack County.  Other counties that have it presently are Belknap and Sullivan.  

MOTION:

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 to discuss potentially legal and security issues at 8:10 p.m.   Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:
