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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, JULY 27,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding. .  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – Lori Davis and Alan Rockenbach regarding complaint: 

Mert Mann stated that Lori Davis and Alan Rockenbach had submitted letters of complaint regarding the actions of the Selectmen two weeks ago.   He stated Lori Davis and Alan Rockenbach had submitted copies of both letters to the Ethics Committee of Dunbarton, the Attorney General’s Office and Soloway & Hollis (correct spelling Sulloway and Hollis).

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen lay both letters of complaint temporarily on the table and that this is a non-debatable motion.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mert Mann stated that this motion allows the complainants to take the matter to the Ethics Committee if they so chose.  

Alan Rockenbach stated he could understand the Selectmen sending the letter about Public Comment to the Ethics Committee, but would not agree with sending both letters.  

Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that both letters had been sent to the Ethics Committee by the complainants, therefore the Selectmen would expect the Ethics Committee to act on both letters, etc.  

The matter will not be discussed further by the Selectmen until such time as the Selectmen hear from the Ethics Committee.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, discussed the following items: 


Letter for Purchase of Grader from Town of Antrim: 

1. Presented letter to Selectmen for their signature to the Town of Antrim stating that the Town of Dunbarton will be purchasing the used grader from the Town. 

The Selectmen previously approved the purchase of the Grader from the Town of Antrim but the Town of Antrim needed confirmation in writing that Dunbarton has decided to purchase. 

Selectmen signed letter of intent to purchase Grader.  


Letters of Resignation from Members of the Recreation Commission: 

1. Annie Carney brought in her letter of resignation from the Recreation Commission this past week. 

2. Kim Vallancourt submitted a letter of resignation but wants to continue as a volunteer on the sub-committee.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion to accept the letters of resignation from the Recreation Commission from Annie Carney and Kim Vallancourt with regret.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Rene Forcier suggested writing both Annie Carney and Kim Vallancourt letters of thanks for their service on the Recreation Commission.

Selectmen inquired if Jeff Nelson has made any recommendation for new members for the Recreation Commission. 

No recommendations made to date. 

Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station: 

1. Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, has requested a day off on August 19, 2006.  

Selectmen agreed that Patrick Bowne be allowed to take off August 19, 2006 as requested. 

Congregational Church, Farmer’s Market:  

1. Congregational Church has requested permission from the Board of Selectmen to use a portion of the Town Common plus the parking area  for a Farmer’s Market to be held on both Wednesday and Thursday evenings.  

Selectmen stated that parking space is a concern for Thursday evenings because of Selectmen’s meeting, etc.  

No decision made at this time.

Paving Bids: 

Bids were received as follows: 

1. Pike Industries, Inc. 

Hooksett, NH 

$51.35/Ton for base coat and overlay – Price good through the end of 2006

(Road paving which includes signs and flag persons.  Also tack coat and sweeping are included.) 

Parking Lot Town Shed @ $67.50/ton

Hand work if needed, $90.00/ton

2. Brox Industries

$52.40/ton for base coat and overlay

Road Agent to review bids.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he would like to go with Pike Industries.  The price is a little lower.  Would make considerable difference in cost if we have a large amount of paving.  There is $125,000 in the budget which could be used up very fast.  Would like to do part of Black Brook Road if at all possible.  

Les Hammond stated he would like to get it done before school starts in September. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for paving to Pike Industries at a cost of $51.35/Ton for base coat and overlay.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

MITCHELL AND BATES LAW FIRM: 

Walter L. Mitchell and Timothy Bates, Attorneys for Mitchell and Bates Law Firm, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to introduce themselves to the Board, etc.  They stated that they represent over 50 municipalities and that municipal government is their field of expertise.  They stated that most of their contact with other towns which they have for clients is via e-mail documents and telephone calls.  If necessary, they can attend meetings if required.  

Kenneth Swayze, Planning and Zoning Department, was also present for the discussion.  

1. Selectmen signed  letter of agreement with Mitchell and Bates for legal services for the Town of Dunbarton. 

RENE OUELLET, DUNBARTON SCHOOL BOARD: 

Rene Ouellet, Dunbarton School Board, appeared before the Board of Selectmen.  Rene stated that he was here as a Liaison Committee of one between the School Board and the Selectmen’s Office.    He stated there is a lot of common interest between the Board of Selectmen and the School Board.  He stated there presently is no clear lines of communication between the two.  An instance is when the Town and the School Board tried to pool together to purchase a generator for the Town.  If we had been more organized, we might have been successful in getting the generator approved at Town Meeting.  

Mert Mann stated he felt this was a great idea.  

The Board of Selectmen stated there has been a long standing understanding that the School Board takes care of the Building and the Selectmen take care of the grounds.  

The Selectmen noted that with regard to the Community Center, every once in a while a person assumes that the Community Center is only the school’s and not the entire Town’s.  We had a problem with the Podium and Sound System which is used for Town Meeting.  The Sound System should be fixed.  Mert Mann stated that the Town purchased the Sound System for a cost of about $9,900 a considerable time ago and it should be fixed.  

Rene Ouellet stated that he was not here to make decisions, but if something came up that required a decision, he would become a committee of two or three, etc.  

Rene Ouellet stated that he would start by attending the Selectmen’s Meeting once a month.  

Selectmen pointed out that five members of the Recreation Commission had resigned.  Rene Ouellet stated that he was not aware of this.  He stated he works closely with the Recreation Commission also.  

At this point in the meeting, the Selectmen suggested that both Jeff Nelson and Dean Jory come in to the Selectmen’s meeting to discuss possible candidates for the Recreation Commission.  

MARK DESMARAIS OR REPRESENTATIVE AND BRUCE LUKSZA, POTENTIAL BUYER OF “ONE STACK ESTATES” SUBDIVISION TO DISCUSS BUILDING ROAD AT RISK: 

Bruce Luksza, Potential Buyer, and Tim Bernier, representing Mark Desmarais, appeared before the Board of Selectmen requesting permission to build the road at Zachary Drive (One Stack Estates) at risk.  Presently the property is under the ownership of Zabadee Development LLC. therefore the agreement would be between the Town of Dunbarton and Zabadee Development LLC. 

1. It was noted by Kenneth Swayze, Planning and Zoning Department, that no building permits or CO’s will be issued until the road is accepted by the Town.  

2. Kenneth Swayze also stated that the Dunbarton Planning Board had voted to require a $15,000 Reclamation Cash Bond be posted prior to work being started.  The Planning Board felt the status of the property warranted the extra money be held in reserve.  

3. In addition, there is a requirement of a Fire Pond with an easement from the Town for them to build a Fire Pond because they have gone beyond eight lots, etc.  

4. Selectmen agreed they will accept the road if it is done to the standards and specifications of the Town of Dunbarton.  The applicants are required to put money aside in an escrow account for Don Mayo inspections.  

In order to build “At Risk”, the Town of Dunbarton will require the following: 

1. Set of plans acceptable to the Planning Board and Don Mayo.  

2. No application for building permits will be allowed until the road is completed and accepted by the Town.  There will be no building permits or CO’s issued until road is accepted by the Town..  

3. Bruce Luksza in charge of road construction.  

4. Plan to be filed at the Registry of Deeds for Merrimack County

Selectmen signed the agreement between Zabadee Development LLC and the Town of Dunbarton, NH to proceed “At Risk” with the building of the road for Zachary Drive at One Stack Estates.  

At this point in the discussion, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that with regard to the name of the development, “One Stack Estates”, it was easily confused with the One Stack Development in Bow off Grapevine Road.  Also wanted to know how long this project will be “dragged out”.  

At this point Mr. Luksza stated that he plans on having the road paved by Christmas of this year.  

ROAD ACCEPTANCE;  SAMUEL’S COURT:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that she had received a communication from Mr. Manberg, Lamontagne Builders, requesting the Town of Dunbarton  accept Samuel’s Court.  

At this point in the meeting, Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that the Selectmen had not had an opportunity to review Don Mayo, Town Engineer’s Letter.  He stated that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen will be scheduling a Public Hearing on the acceptance of Samuel’s Court after they have reviewed Don Mayo’s letter, etc.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Historical Society: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that with regard to the Town of Dunbarton deeding a parcel of land to the Dunbarton Historical Society with the right of way which included the Robert Rogers Homesite, he had checked with the Insurance Company. The Insurance Company has indicated there could be problems with liability if the Historical Society was in ownership instead of the Town because it was an open cellar hole.  At this point in time, he stated he didn’t feel the Town of Dunbarton needs to do anything about transferring property to the Historical Society until the liability issues are resolved

Les Hammond stated that he had been unable to negotiate with the two adjacent landowners concerning the right of way, etc. to the cellar hole.  Presently, it is only a narrow path.  

Schumacher’s: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that he had followed up via a letter reporting what was discussed via the phone to the Schumachers regarding the Temporary Sign Ordinance.  The Schumachers are satisfied.  

Temporary Sign Ordinance: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, reported that Political Signs will be allowed on and after August 28, but not on Town Property. 

Town Hall Basement: 

Les Hammond reported that he and Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, would be cleaning out the basement in the Town Hall this Friday morning at 9:30 am.  Everyone is welcome to help, etc. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  8:28 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
