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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, AUGUST 10,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding. .  It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

JUDY STONE REGARDING SELECTMEN’S MINUTES: 

Judy Stone appeared before the Board of Selectmen with a question regarding the Selectmen’s Minutes of July 13, 2006. 

1. She specifically questioned a statement that Les Hammond had made in speaking with the Schumacher’s regarding the ownership of property where a Realtor’s sign was located.   She stated that Les Hammond had said that the owner of the lot where the Realtor’s sign was put was under the same ownership of the lot being sold.  She disagreed with this statement.  She stated that the owner of the larger lot was not the same as the owner of the lot which was for sale.  

2. Les Hammond stated they had been given permission to put the Realtor’s sign on the larger lot on Route 13.  In addition, the lot was in the same ownership.  

3. Judy Stone asked if there was anything in the sign ordinance about requiring realtor signs be taken down after the property is sold.  

The Selectmen stated there was no requirement for taking signs down after property is sold.  

CEMETERY TRUSTEES:

Richard Schaeffer and Cory MacCubbin, Cemetery Board of Trustees, appeared before the Board to discuss the following items: 

1. Reported that there was a large pine tree in the East Cemetery on Robert Rogers Road on the Bow/Dunbarton Town Line that needs to come down.  This expense is not included in the Cemetery Trustees Budget.  The tree is located to the back left, and it apparently has been there for a long time.   The tree roots are affecting several  plots, and the tree should be removed as soon as possible including the root system, etc.  

2. Noted there was $3,500 in the Cemetery Trustees’ budget for upgrading the cemetery road in the Center Cemetery.  R. Schaeffer estimated it would cost at least $2,000 for the tree removal including the stump, etc.  

3. Selectmen advised Richard Schaeffer to obtain three estimates for the tree removal and report back to the Board of  Selectmen with the estimates prior to contracting with anyone.   R. Schaeffer noted he would contact John Collins as one of the possible contractors, etc.  

4. Les Hammond requested Richard Schaeffer to try to locate a grave of John G. Pride which is not marked which is in the Dunbarton Center Cemetery.  He stated he was buried in 1964.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT:

1. Reported that he had spoken again with FEMA representatives and there is a good possibility that the Town of Dunbarton will be receiving 75% of the costs for repairs caused by the flooding, including the replacement of the Kimball Pond Road culvert.  

2. FEMA has estimated check to the Town within a month.  

JANICE VANDEBOGART, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR:

1. Recreation Commission:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that Jeff Nelson is on the Board of Selectmen’s agenda for August 24, 2006 to discuss possible candidates for the Recreation Commission, etc. 

2. Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Request for Leave:

Janice VandeBogart reported that Patrick “Woody” Bowne has requested two days leave, one annual day and one for the Labor Day Holiday.   Woody will make sure there is coverage for the Transfer Station on these days.  

Selectmen signed request for leave.  

3.    Library Door: 

Janice VandeBogart reported that Kyle Parker has looked at the Library Door as requested.  The door is an extra wide door, 3’ 6”, and would be a special order.  If he made the entrance smaller and put in a regular door, it would probably cost the same amount as replacing the wide door.  Either way, it will cost the same amount. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Library Door be replaced with the same size door as is presently there (larger door).  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 

Mert Mann stated he had gone over and spoken with the Librarian regarding removing the back stairs to allow more room for the Library.  He stated he did not think it would give the Library more room.  Kyle Parker also said you can’t gain any more space by taking down the stairs.  

The Selectmen agreed to leave the Library back stairs the way they are now and not remove them. 

Mert Mann stated that the Librarian had asked when the remainder of the items would be removed from the basement.  It was noted the only thing left was old newspapers.

3. Phone System for Voting:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that Fred Mullen wanted her to report on the phone system which is to be installed in the Community Center for voting, etc.  The phones will be installed so they could FAX to the State of New Hampshire Secretary of State’s Office with voting results, etc.  The phone company has to go down and turn it on.  The estimate for installation and monthly charge as follows: 


Initial installation Cost - $121.85


Monthly  Charge 
 -       $   38.85

The State of New Hampshire has said they will pay for this cost but they go through Verizon.  Dunbarton has a private telephone company.  The State has indicated they will accept Dunbarton Telephone Company.  

The phone will be limited to only local calls and 800 numbers.  Also, you don’t have to leave the phone connected.  The Secretary of State wants this  done as soon as possible.  Needs to be up and running by September 12, 2006 at the latest.  

Noted that we need to verify that they will work with Dunbarton Telephone Company and decide who gets the bill.  Bill should go directly to the State.  Dunbarton Telephone Company will send the bill directly to the State of New Hampshire.  

Les Hammond also noted the microphone for the Community Center needs to be fixed.  

Rene Forcier will check out the sound system in the Community Center, etc.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 7:45 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
