Budget Workshop:  duly posted in two public places and on the website.

Meeting called to order at 9:08 am.

It was noted that the meeting was being tape recorded by Lori Davis.

Ken Swayze and the Selectmen discussed the Building Department’s budget.  The duties of the Building Inspector were discussed.  The duties of the health officer were discussed.  The addition of a “Code Enforcement Officer” included in the Building Department budget was discussed.  Mr. Swayze stated that he could not fill the hours required for the building inspector’s position and he had informed the board of this last year.  Because of the pressing needs in the town he did put in many hours last year but could no longer continue.  He stated that he wanted to completely separate from the building inspection part of the job but continue on with the planning and zoning aspect of the department.  He would not put in any more than ten hours a week.  He went on to discuss the need for a code enforcement officer.    After much discussion, the board felt they would have to give this more time and thought.  

Ken Swayze stated that he would like to discuss a personnel issue.  Mert Mann made the motion in accordance with RSA 91-A, the board would enter into non-public session for a personnel issue.
