MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, OCTOBER 25,  2007

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday, October 18, 2007during the meeting..  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and action by the Selectmen: 

1. Fire Warden and Deputy Warden Appointments:

Selectmen signed necessary paperwork for the following appointments:

2. Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission: 

Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission has requested a letter of support from the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for an application for grants for a Region Wide Drinking Water Grant.  

Selectmen agreed to support this request and a letter was signed by the Chairman. 

3. Purgatory Pond Road:   

Les Hammond stated that he had done more research on the Purgatory Pond Road.  Purgatory Pond Road is a Class VI road, and it was made a Class VI by the Governor and Council on August 19, 1963.  It was made a Class VI road and subsequently was laid out and bounds set.  On May 22, 1963, there was a Commission appointed by the Governor and Council which met in Dunbarton for a Public Hearing.  The next step is to contact DOT Victoria Chase.   We are asking her to ask the Attorney General’s Office for an opinion as to whether we can change the road to a Class V Town Road.  

The law that allowed the Governor and Council to do this has since been repealed. 

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION BUDGET REVIEW: 

Patrick Bowne went over his budget line items as follows with regard to any possible monies which might be left:

1. Stated he has reviewed the “bottom line” and he still has a number of bills which are outstanding which will make the figures a little different. 

2. Both Full Time and Part Time Employees monies will all be expended.  

3. Equipment Rental Fees – Are anticipating renting lifts for maintenance work but don’t know if it will happen before winter, etc. 

4. Training and Waste – Will have $25 remaining. 

5. Reference Books – Will have no more expenditures so will probably have $100 remaining. 

6. Sub-contracted services – Electrician is planning on fixing the wiring for the balers.  Presently,  if the baler malfunctions, there is no breaker to shut it down.  This is definitely unsafe.  They will be wired so we can leave the heaters on at night.  Will probably use all monies in this line. 

7. Telephone – Probably will be about $200 left. 

8. Uniforms – There will probably be some monies left but don’t know how much at this time. They are doing some uniform upgrading. 

9. Mobile Phone – Possibly will be some monies left in this line but unsure how much. 

At this point, Patrick Bowne stated he was working with Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, about getting new service provider which would work better in Dunbarton.  Presently, under the present contract, are unable to get service in many areas, etc.  

10. Department Equipment – Will probably be $424.01 left. 

11. Fuel Costs – Possibly will be money remaining but not sure at this time. 

12. Ash and Lab Testing – Don’t have enough to send out for a full load at this time.  Presently, you pay for nine ton whether you have 9 ton or not.  Probably will have $1,000 left. 

13. Fees and Services – There will not be much left. 

14. Incineration – Might want to get the truck painted.  Rust on the frame and on the hydraulic tanks.  Rims need to be taken care of to protect our investment.  

In the process of getting estimates for this work. 

15. C & D Removal – Unsure at this time what amount will be left. 

16. Hazardous Waste Collection – Still have not received the bill from the Town of Bow.  Should be around $2,500.  There will be an additional bill for between $900 and $1,000 for florescent bulbs.  

17. Tire Removal – This is for removing tires from rims.  This year we are not getting a lot of tires on rims.  Probably only have had ten or fifteen.   Would not make sense to purchase a tire machine to take tires off rims because we don’t get that many any more. 

18. Recycling Costs – Should be some monies left in this line.  

Les Hammond asked if he had a sense of whether Recycling was up or down. 

Patrick Bowne stated he would assume it might be more than last year.  Steel prices are up.  Other recyclables are up.  Are getting a better price for paper because we are taking “browns” out.  

Les Hammond stated that Liz Bedard, Coop, presented the results of a survey.  Possibility of going to a single source program.  The Coop voted to go ahead with research.  Possibly the end of 2009 or first of 2010.  It would be a 14 Ton/hour or 20/Ton per hour facility.  

Patrick Bowne stated we made $30,000 last year in Recycling.  This doesn’t sound like much but it is better than paying it out.  

It was noted that bigger communities could possibly save a lot of money by going curbside.  

Rene Forcier asked about the electrical problem and expressed concern about it being safe.  

Patrick Bowne explained that once the rewiring is completed, they will be able to leave the heat on at night, etc.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT, BUDGET REVIEW: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had no problems with the budget. 

1. Does not know if there will be a surplus at this time.   Will depend on snowplowing subcontractor line and how much snow there is.  

2. Road Stripping will be completed next week.  

3. Will be putting top coat of pavement on Robert Rogers Road.  Will be between $17,000 - $18,000.  

4. Trees to be taken down in the next month.   Les Hammond stated he wants to put a line underground in that particular area.  Can’t do it with the trees there, etc.  Has contacted Skip Trudeau about line work.  

Mert Mann stated that Highway – Other Services Line appeared to be overspent by $33,000.  We budgeted $40,000 and have spent $72,156.  Asked if some items should be transferred to other accounts, etc. to show a more accurate budget history.  Suggested Jeff Crosby go through the bills and make changes and transfers. 

Jeff Crosby stated that he felt Janet had charged some bills to the Other Services Line instead of appropriate accounts, etc.  

5. Mrs. Monahan, Dunbarton Elementary School, called Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to have him look at cracks in the gym floor.  They were concerned that the past road work on Robert Rogers Road might have caused the cracks.  

It did not appear that the road work caused the cracks.  The cracks appear to have been there for some time.

There being no further business, the following motion was made:  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  7:58 p.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
