MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  DECEMBER 27  2007

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Selectman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Town Administrator/Department Heads/Committees

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for Selectmen’s action: 


Carry Forward Budget Items:

1. Audit Line for 2006

The audit is not completely done at this time, so need to carry forward the balance of $1,939 into the next year.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen carry forward the balance for Audit for $1,939 into the next budget year.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2. Painting of Town Hall

There is a contract in place for the painting of the Town Hall with Herve Verville.  Because of weather conditions, he was unable to complete the painting this year.  He has agreed to hold the same price as bid this year for work to be done next year.  There is $13,000 left in the budget but we only need to carry forward the $7,400 for painting. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen carry forward the balance remaining for Painting the Town Hall in the amount of $7,400 to the next year.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

3. CIP Update

There is a signed contract in place with Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission for $3,000 of which $1,500 has already been paid.  There is $1,500 remaining to be paid.  The $1,500 is within the Planning and Zoning Budget and should be carried forward to the next year. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen carry forward $1,500 into the next budget year from the Planning and Zoning Budget to cover the CIP Update.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mansion Road Bridge Repairs:

1. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that she had received a call from the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers regarding the Mansion Road Bridge.  The bridge is in need of repairs or the bridge will  have to be closed.  It is important for Dunbarton to keep this bridge open because of emergency access to Ray Road and ATV uses, etc.  

Selectmen agreed to have Les Hammond, Selectman, contact the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers to see what should be done with regard to repairs.  

Cemetery Trustees:  

1. Cemetery Trustees would like to carry forward an amount to cover Steven Racine for marking of cemeteries, marking of graves, drawing the maps, etc.  Asked for monies to be brought forward from their budget into the next year.   At the close of the year, there is $2,200 in maintenance plus mapping of $500 for a total of  $2,700 which could be brought forward if there was a contract already in place.     There is an unsigned contract from Steven Racine in the amount of $2,180.  The Selectmen agreed that only $2,180 could be brought forward into the new year because that is the contract amount agreed upon with Steven Racine.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen carry forward $2,180 from the Cemetery Maintenance budget line to cover Steven Racine’s agreed upon contract price.    Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Mert Mann stated they had talked with the auditors and established that they can only bring forward monies that they have a contract for.  The Selectmen concur with the auditors regarding bringing forward line item balances into the next year.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  7:15 p.m.  Mert Mann  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
