MINUTES OF MEETING

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the meeting was called to order. 

FRED MULLEN:  PERAMBULATION OF TOWN LINES, WEARE/DUNBARTON:


Fred Mullen reported on the status of the Perambulation of Town Lines, Weare/Dunbarton as follows: 

1. Two bounds are missing at Hoyt Road and Alexander Road.

2. Have done research back to 1874 to 1953 which shows the bounds were there during that time. 

3. U. S. Park Ranger Brad Clark has contacted U.  S. Army Corps of Engineers at least three times with no response regarding the missing bounds.  

4. In 1978, the U. S. Army Corp of Engineers sent a letter to Les Hammond, Selectmen, stating they destroyed bounds during construction for Hopkinton-Everett. 

5. Stated he has spoken with Mary Beth Walsh who works for Paul Hodes, Congressman,  who would be willing to look into the situation and try to get it resolved with the US Army Corps of Engineers, etc. . 

6. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, has drafted a letter to Paul Hodes, Congressman,  for the Dunbarton Selectmen, Fred Mullen and Margo McLeod’s signature. 

Selectmen signed letter.  

7. Fred Mullen will meet with the Weare Selectmen next Monday, February 19, 2007 to see if the Weare Selectmen will also write a letter to Paul Hodes, Congressman, regarding the situation and try to get it resolved. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items:


Budget: 

1. Six (6) copies of the 2007 Budget to be signed by the Selectmen. 

Selectmen signed all copies.

Requests from Lori Davis under the Right to Know Law: 

2. Reported that Lori Davis had requested, in writing, information and paperwork, time sheets, etc. on December 14, 2006.  In addition, another request from Lori Davis for additional information was received on January 18, 2007.  All the material for both requests has been pulled and put in the vault.   

a. Lori Davis has been in twice for about one half hour each time.    Lori Davis was told all the information was available and she asked where Woody’s time sheets were.  

b. She requested documents under the Right to Know Law and on January 25, 2007 she was told the documents were available but she has not yet come in to look at the documents.  

c. Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated that she does not want to keep all the materials “hanging around” any longer than necessary.  

Selectmen advised Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, to file the material back into the files to get ready for the Auditors.    

Insurance Claim: 

3. Have sent paperwork to the Insurance Company regarding woman’s claim that her oil pan was damaged on Kelsey Road.  They will let us know of the outcome.  

Hauling Fees:

4. Selectmen requested that the Hauling Fees be discussed at some point in time, when the haulers can come in to the Selectmen’s Meeting, etc. 

Library Trustees: 

5. Library Trustees to come in to discuss Electrician bill for $495 for replacing EXIT signs.  

Cemetery Trustees: 

6. Rene Forcier noted that the tree that was taken down at the East Cemetery is still laying on the ground and has not yet been removed.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will call Richard Schaffer, Cemetery Trustee,  to find out the details, etc. and why it has not been removed.  Bartlett Tree Company was the contractor.
