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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 8,  2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the meeting was called to order. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items for Selectmen’s review, etc.  

1. The Minutes of the Thursday, January 25, 2007 Non-Public Meeting are now unsealed and available to the public. 

2. Presented a bill from the Library for Electrical Services to replace defective Exit Signs in the amount of $495.50 from Dodd, 88 Twist Hill Road, Dunbarton, NH. 

Selectmen decided to “lay the bill on the table” and request the Library to come in to discuss the invoice with the Selectmen.  

3. Previously Alfred Santilli, 31 Holiday Shore Drive, Gorham Pond, had received a Building Permit for a garage.  At that point, the Building Department required Mr. Santilli to sign an agreement that this was to be a garage only and not for residential purposes.  The new building cannot be used for residential dwelling purposes.  

Don Perkins, the builder, came in and renewed the permit to do the garage.  At this point, there is a bathroom with a shower, sink and plumbing.  

The Building Department is in the process of sending a registered letter advising Alfred Santilli of the terms of the agreement, and that he cannot use the garage for residential purposes.  

4. Selectmen acted on proposed Petition Articles as follows: 

* Operating Budget for the Town of Dunbarton in the amount of $1,825,744 –

 Selectmen recommend the passage of  this article to approve  Operating Budget as presented for the Town of Dunbarton, NH and the appropriation to be offset with $78,960 from surplus. 

* Appropriate the sum of $29,000 from surplus for purchase of a skidsteer for the Dunbarton Transfer Station.   

Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to allow the  expenditure of $29,000 from surplus for the purchase of a skidsteer for the Dunbarton Transfer Station.  

* Fire Department $32,000 for Protective Equipment and a Washer to clean the gear for the Fire Department and to authorize the Selectmen to accept a Federal Grant in the amount of $30,400 for this purpose. 

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to appropriate the necessary funds for the Fire Department for $32,000 for Protective Equipment and a Washer to clean the gear for the Fire Department and to authorize the Selectmen to accept a Federal Grant in the amount of $30,400 for this purpose. 

* Appropriate the sum of $50,000 from surplus for a new roof on the Town Hall/Library Building and for the painting of the Town Hall/Library Building and the Town Office Building.  

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to appropriate the sum of $50,000 from surplus for a new roof on the Town Hall/Library Building and for the painting of the Town Hall/Library Building and the Town Office Building. 

* Appropriate the sum of $68,565 for the Town to hire and equip a full time police officer position.  Said amount reflecting funds for this position starting April 1, 2007 with full funding in subsequent years. 

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to appropriate the sum of $68,565 for the Town to hire and equip a full time police officer position.  Said amount reflecting funds for this position starting April 1, 2007 with full funding in subsequent years. 

* To see if the Town will vote to change the method of compensation (RSA 41:25) for the Town Clerk from a combination of salary and statutory fees to an annual salary plus benefit package offered to full time town employees, and further to raise and appropriate $18,450 in salary and benefits, which represents the difference between the current status and remainder of the fiscal year.  The Town Clerk’s position will change from part time to full time effective April 1, 2007.  All remaining fees shall be paid to the Town Treasurer for the use of the Town.  This package shall be reviewed annually for equity purposes.  This article is in effect until rescinded by the legislative body at a future Town Meeting.  

The Selectmen do not recommend the passage of this article to change the method of compensation (RSA 41:25) for the Town Clerk, etc.  

* To see if the Town will vote to appropriate from the Town Conservation Fund the sum of $300,000 to be used for the purchase of lots I4-01-29, I4-01-31, I4-01-32, and H4-02-02, to be designated as the Bela Brook Conservation Area and maintained as permanent open space. 

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to appropriate from the Town Conservation Fund the sum of $300,000 to be used for the purchase of land to be designated as the Bela Brook Conservation Area and maintained as permanent open space. 

* To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $527 to be used as determined by the Town Forest Committee; the same to be withdrawn from the Winslow Town Forest Fund.  

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article to raise and appropriate the sum of $527 to be used as determined by the Town Forest Committee; the same to be withdrawn from the Winslow town Forest Fund.  

* To see if the Town will raise and appropriate $______________ for the purchase of land consisting of 46.3 acres (Tax Lot E3-02-37) from Sandra Stuhr for a site for a new Town Office Building.  

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this article.  

It was noted that there is already $30,000 in a Capital Reserve Fund to purchase land.   Discussion ensued as to an appropriate amount to put in the article.  

* SB2 Petition Article. 

The Selectmen noted there will be a Public Hearing for SB 2 on Thursday,  February 22, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Offices.  

 * To see if the Town will go on record in support of effective actions by the President and the Congress to address the issue of climate change which is increasingly harmful to the environment and economy of New Hampshire and to the future well being of the people of Dunbarton.  

The Selectmen did  not take action at this time on this article.  

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION:
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with the following items: 

1. New Hampshire Beautiful Grant in the amount of $3,000 towards the purchase of the Skidsteer has been approved.  

2. One of the Balers at the Transfer Station motor has failed.  Transfer Station is In the process of getting it repaired.
