The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:04  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

BEN AND JAMES WILLIAMSON:  TO DISCUSS HAULER’S FEES: 

Ben Williamson appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss Hauler’s Fees for the Transfer Station. 

The Board of Selectmen stated they had looked at the present rates for hauling in comparison with other towns in the area.  After comparing rates, the Board of Selectmen decided that Dunbarton’s rates were in line with other towns.  The other option would be to weigh the trash, etc.,  and they have decided not to do this.  The Town is not going to install scales.  

Selectmen agreed to leave Hauler’s rates as they are presently with no changes.  

JANICE VANDEBOGART, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated she had received a request from, Bob Grondin,  Lamontagne Builders, Stinson Hill Subdivision, Phase II, (Stinson Hill Drive, Lower Half) for the road to be accepted by the Town of Dunbarton.  The length of the road is 1,000.    Don Mayo has submitted a report on the road. (attached)   

Janice VandeBogart stated that the process is if you (Selectmen) are ready to accept the road, we schedule a Public Hearing, etc.  She noted that presently the Town of Dunbarton is holding $222,250 cash bond from Lamontagne.  At this point, Lamontagne Builders is not requesting any money to be returned to them.  They want to get the road accepted so they can get properties sold.  

Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that Don Mayo had called him and spoke with him about the request.  


Les Hammond stated, “Why not approve it when the road is totally done.”  

Selectmen agreed to take the request under advisement.  Each Selectmen, individually, will consider the request.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made.
