MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MARCH 22,  2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

CHRISTOPHER CONNELLY, POLICE DEPARTMENT:


Christopher Connelly, Police Department, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with his contract to be reviewed and acted upon by the Selectmen for the position of Police Chief for the Town of Dunbarton .  The following motion was made: 


MOTION:

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the contract as written for Christopher Connelly to become Police Chief for the Town of Dunbarton effective March 31, 2007 when Chief Jeff Nelson resigns.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Selectmen signed the contract. 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated the Selectmen look forward to working with Chris Connelly and increasing the Police Force by 50%.  

PLANNING BOARD MEETING: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, reported on the recent Planning Board Meeting which he attended as Selectmen’s representative.  He stated the Planning Board is in the process of updating various regulations, including the subdivision regulations, Site Plan Review regulations and the application process . 

In addition, the Planning Board has started a schedule of Workshop Sessions to be held on the first Wednesday of each month.  These will allow time for review of updated regulations, etc. 

Les Hammond also reported that the Planning Board had two items on the agenda as follows: 

1. Jerelyn Rose/Johnson Hill Revocable Trust Proposed PRD (former Lorden Property) located on Grapevine Road 

2. Schroeder Revocable Trust, David and Darcy Schroeder Proposed Two Lot Subdivision located on Robert Rogers Road

REQUEST FOR 90 DAY EXTENSION FOR JERELYN ROSE/JOHNSON HILL REVOCABLE TRUST PROPOSED PRD: 


Alison Vallieres, Secretary, Dunbarton Planning Board, requested a 90 day extension for the Jerelyn Rose/Johnson Hill Revocable Trust Proposed PRD in order to complete the final plan.  


MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen grant a 90 day extension for the Jerelyn Rose/Johnson Hill Revocable Trust Proposed PRD.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

BUILDING DEPARTMENT: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that Alma Kingsbury of Grapevine Road is replacing a small breezeway which is in disrepair.  Her insurance company requires that she produce a Building Permit to show the work has been done.  The fee for the Building Permit is $61.60.  The Town of Dunbarton does not require that she obtain a Building Permit, but her insurance company does.  The Building Department would like to request that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen waive the fee for the Building Permit. 


MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen waive the fee requirement for a Building Permit for Alma Kingsbury of Grapevine Road for replacement of a small breezeway.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:  


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following to the Board of Selectmen for review and action: 

1. Selectmen signed appointments which were made last week. 

2. Selectmen signed Minutes from the previous Selectmen’s meetings. 

3. Appointments as follows: 


Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission: 


Les Hammond reported that he had asked Ben Hammond who was a Surveyor if he was interested.  Ben Hammond will get back to the Selectmen with an answer.  Ken Swayze has indicated they would like someone with a Planning background.  



 Deputy Overseer of Welfare: 


Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Margaret Venator as Deputy Overseer of Welfare with a term ending in March 2008.    Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Highway Safety Committee:  

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Christoper Connelly, Jeff Crosby, Les Hammond, and Jon Wiggin to the Highway Safety Committee with a term ending in March 2008.   Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Dunbarton Conservation Commission:

 Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that Margaret Watkins was interested in stepping down as a full time member of the Conservation Commission but would like to remain as an Alternate Member of the Conservation Commission.  This would give an opportunity for Stanley Sowle to step up as a full-time member.   Have spoken with Larry Cook. Chairman, and the other members and this is fine.

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Ron Jarvis and George Holt to a three year term on the Dunbarton Conservation Commission with a term ending in March 2010.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Margaret Watkins as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Conservation Commission with a term ending in March 2010.  Rene Forcer seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Stanley Sowle as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Conservation Commission with a term ending in March 2010.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Forest Committee: 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Ronald Jarvis and Frederick J. Mullen as members of the Town Forest Committee with a term ending in March 2010.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Hearse Restoration Committee: 

The Selectmen noted that this Committee needs to continue for one more year to wrap up the project.  The Hearse is almost completed.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Donna Dunn, Nancy Frost, Gail Martel and Robert Boynton as members of the Hearse Restoration Committee with a term ending in March 2008.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Historical Awareness Committee: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that Harlan Noyes had asked if Stan Hallinan, Bow, could be a member of the Historical Awareness Committee.   The Selectmen stated that all members of Committees must be  residents of Dunbarton.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Betty Ann Noyes and William Rolke to the Historical Awareness Committee for a three year term ending in March 2010.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Les Hammond as Selectmen’s Representative to the Historical Awareness Committee for a one year term ending in March 2008.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 



Recreation Commission:  



Selectmen noted that Jeff Nelson will be resigning from the Recreation Committee.  This will mean there will be three vacancies.   Present members are David Barkie, Jacques Belanger, and Lara Routhier.  Kim Vallancourt helps out but is not on the Committee.  Will notify the school to seek out possible members for the Recreation Commission. 

Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission: 

Larry Cook, Ken Swayze and Matthew Lavey are presently on this Commission.  Ken Swayze and Larry Cook will continue as  members of this Commission.  Larry Cook will check to see if Matthew Lavey still wants to be on this Commission.  

Energy Committee:

Les Hammond has a list of names interested in serving on the Energy Committee.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Skid Steer – Transfer Station: 

1. Bids will be put out on Monday for the Skid Steer for the Transfer Station. 


Government Buildings - Town Hall: 

1. Les Hammond will get figures for Town Hall Roof repairs

2. Donna Dunn has requested the slates from the Old Town Hall roof.  Would possibly like to use the slates on the gazebo.  

3. Pillars have to be repaired – Will have Kyle Parker look at them and get back to the Selectmen.
