MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, APRIL 19,  2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Skid Steer Bids, Transfer Station:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented bids to be opened for the Skid Steer, Transfer Station as follows:

Bids were turned over the Patrick “Woody” Bowne to review and recommend award. 

DONNA FLEMING:  REGARDING PROJECT IN BOW ENVSN DESIGN,LLC AT THE TOP OF JACQUELINE DRIVE: 


Donna Fleming, Jacqueline Drive, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with concerns about the development being proposed at the Bow Zoning Board of Adjustment Meeting recently.  She attended the meeting and the Bow Zoning Board of Adjustment stated that because Dunbarton had not responded, they assumed that the Town of Dunbarton had no concerns about the proposed development.  

At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond stated that he would have to step down from the Board of  Selectmen on any discussions on this project because he presently had a Purchase and Sales Agreement with Don Lane for one of the parcels of land involved.  (He was selling Don Lane his property on Jacqueline Drive)  He stated when he signed the Purchase and Sales Agreement with Don Lane he had no idea of the magnitude of this thing.  He stated he cannot act on this in any way.   Les Hammond stated that Don Lane told him he would be building one house.

It was noted that Rene Forcier, Selectman, was planning on attending the Zoning Board Meeting in Bow but got called out of town.  

Jason Davies stated that if Don Lane told Les Hammond he would only be building one house, then this has been a dishonest transaction.  

Mert Mann stated that the Board of Selectmen is not prepared this evening to make a statement regarding this proposal.  We need to get more information.  

Donna Fleming stated they are very unhappy about this.  If we had  known the property was for sale, we would have purchased it.  We never had an opportunity to purchase.  We would be happy to purchase the parcel from Les Hammond.  

Donna Fleming stated the following: 

1. Concerned about the impact onto Kimball Pond and the water displacement.  The Conservation Commission has just purchased more land in that area.  Concerned about the amount of runoff from this project.  

2. They are talking about 12 duplex units for a total of 24 residential units.  They are looking for triplex units instead.  This would make 36 units.  

3. Stated there are definite differences between the Bow Master Plan and the Dunbarton Master Plan.  

4. The main access for this development will be right in front of my house.  They are talking about at least 100 trips a day.  

5. Is Robert Rogers Road prepared to handle this additional traffic?  

6. If this is approved, there are other ways it will impact Dunbarton.  What about Police, Ambulance Service, Fire, etc.?  The access is from Dunbarton, not Bow.    The impact of this development will hurt Dunbarton.  

7. Stated they  (Donna Fleming) will be seeking a Tax Abatement. “ This will have a huge impact on my property values.  We purchased a five acre lot and now we are going to have a whole community behind us accessing our road.  If this happens, I will want to put another house on my property.”

8. Is the Town of Dunbarton going to let this development go in with the access in Dunbarton and the development in Bow?  Why can’t they access through Bow?  

Jason Davies, Jacqueline Drive, stated the following concerns: 

1. Dunbarton’s Fire and Police Departments will both be impacted.  Next year we will be told Dunbarton needs another full-time Police Officer because of the Bow Community and increased calls, etc.  This will cost the taxpayers of Dunbarton money.  

Mary McEvor-Barrett, Hawk Lane, Dunbarton, stated the following: 

1. Stated she had the same concerns as the previous residents of Dunbarton.

2. In addition, she had the following concern:  The Town of Bow requires a second egress.  I assume this would be Hawk Lane.  Only the Coopers and the Barrett’s presently live on this road.  This opens us up to a great deal of traffic.  Hawk Lane was never completed.  This is not a passable road.  

3. The School Superintendent of Bow has said they would not bring a bus up Jacqueline Drive and would require a bus turnaround across from the Fire Pond on Jacqueline Drive.  How can they require construction within the Town of Dunbarton?  

4. This is going to impact our property values.  I live in a log house in the middle of nowhere.  Someone who lives where I do is not going to want to buy a house next to a condo development.  It would be very difficult for us to sell our property.  

5. I also think that when we build places like this with a development, we still have a life.  Who would want to live in a $350,000 condo?  I would not want to live next to cows and pigs, etc.  

6. I would suggest that the Bow Master Plan be looked at in relation to Dunbarton’s Master Plan.  

7. At the Bow Meeting, it was said they spoke to the Road Agent of Dunbarton and they did not have a problem.  That is what we were told.  

8. They will be adding  100 trips up Jacqueline Drive.  You are adding that much more Town response.  This is going to impact a lot of people in Dunbarton.  

Jim and Jackie Michaud, Jacqueline Drive, had the following comments:

1. There would be more curve down at the end of the road.  This is a dangerous corner now.  

Guy Doucet: 

1. Stated Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, was talking about taking the knoll out at the corner, etc.  

Donna Fleming asked what the next step would be for them.  Stated that we people who live in Dunbarton have some major concerns we would like addressed.  

Les Hammond mentioned that the Planning Board had stated the Bow Zoning Board is sending us a registered letter.  The Town of Dunbarton will be going to the Bow Planning Board and Zoning Board meetings. 

Mert Mann, Selectman, will coordinate this.   Just because no one from Dunbarton responded does not mean we are not concerned.  

Jason Davies asked if the Board of Selectmen has a position on this proposal.  Stated that 12 duplex units is too much for this road.  Bow has grown out of design.  We have moved into a low Density Area.  We have a lot of concerns about this.  Also concerned about drainage from the development into Putney Pond.  

Mert Mann noted they do not know the extent of what is going on at this time but we will follow up and attend the meeting, etc.  The next meeting is scheduled for the third Tuesday in May.  (May 15)

RALPH FELLBAUM, TOWN HALL ROOF REPLACEMENT: 

Ralph Fellbaum appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss  the preliminary steps necessary for the replacement of the Town Hall Slate Roof.  He made comments and recommendations as follows: 

1. Would recommend the product which requires installation with steel or copper nails only.  

2. Spoke with Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, and he would require Class A Fire Rating.  This is the highest we can get.  

3. Contractor should look for ants/insects or mold during installation. 

4. If slates are to be saved, this should be included within the bid proposal.  Possibly put a certain amount to be saved.  

5. Liens release at the end of the job.  The contractor will sign off saying they are owed no more money, etc.  

6. Should save the existing copper ridge cap with finials.  This must be saved because you can’t get another one.  

7. Need to establish a time frame.  Roof should be done before the painting.  Should give the contractor 90 days to complete.  

8. Work to be completed in a professional manner and every day the ground needs to be cleaned up.   

9. Town of Dunbarton needs to think about storage of materials and vandalism, etc.  

 Specs should include the following in addition to the above: 

1. Class A Shingles required

2. Installed with stainless steel or copper nails only.

3. All Manufacturer’s Warranty

4. OHSA Fall Protection

5. Should rope off the area because of falling slates

6. Certificates of Insurance

7. Liability Amounts to be at least $1,000,000.  Is $1,000,000 enough???  How do you replace 100 year old building?

8. Repair any Crown Moldings which are damaged during the process

9. No smoking on the roof

10. Inspection for Ant/insect and mold infestations should be required

11. Once bids are received, check all references

12. Chimney to be removed

13. 50 year warranty on roof

PATRICK “WOODY” BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, reported that he had reviewed the Skid Steer Bids for the Transfer Station and would recommend the S170 from Chappells Tractors in Milford, NH at a bid of $28,736.98.  

Based on this recommendation, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bid from Chappells Tractors in Milford, NH for a S170 Skid Steer at a bid price of $28,736.98.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

1. Patrick Bowne stated that he had contacted Ernie Gagnon regarding installation of the fans at the Transfer Station.  The fan have been ordered.  

In addition, he has contacted Mayo and Iberger to give a price on roof leaks at the Transfer Station.  

2. Presently the Transfer Station is in the process of considering changing vendors for recyclables.  The new one will come up with a plan where we could make a little more money.  Will send us a trailer and they will haul the trailer to New Boston, etc.  

3. Have talked with the Building Department to see what needs to be brought up to date at the Transfer Station.  Want to make sure we meet all  safety requirements.

4. Les Hammond stated he has only heard compliments about the Transfer Station and the way it is operating.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items to the Selectmen for their action: 


Building Department  Wide Copier Purchase: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the Building Department has recommended that the bid for the wide copier be awarded to Spiller at a cost of $14,762.40 for a Zerox Model #6204 with a one year service contract.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for the wide copier for the Building Department to Spiller at a cost of $14,762.40 for a Zerox Model #6204 with a one year service contract.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Energy Committee: 

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint George Holt as a member of the Energy Committee with a term ending in March 2009.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Central New Hampshire Regional Resources Conservation Committee:

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Matthew Lavey as an Alternate to the Central New Hampshire Regional Resources Conservation Committee for a term of one year ending in March 2008.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported that the Conservation Commission is looking for another alternate.  The name of Jared Urban has been suggested as an Alternate.  Janice will check with Larry Cook, Chairman, Conservation Commission. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 8:45 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
