MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  APRIL 26,  2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

GENERAL BUSINESS:

Commercial Haulers Fees:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought the Selectmen up to date on the Commercial Haulers and their payments as follows: 

1. Curbside Pickup has paid their fee of $500/year.

2. Ben Williamson has paid $50/month for a total of $200 so far. 

3. Ron Boynton has stated that he could make a payment of $200 in a couple of weeks, and $200 in another month or two, with the remaining $100 sometime after.  (Four months have gone by and no payment has been made for 2007)

The Selectmen reached a consensus that Ron Boynton will not be allowed to continue the rubbish pickup and disposal unless he pays the full $500 fee by June 1, 2007.  

Library Repair List: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented Kyle Parker’s list of repairs for the library as follows: 

1. Replace or restore balcony railing on top. 

2. Mount fans on timer in the basement of the library as discussed last year. 

3. Window sill in library needs to be replaced because of air conditioner moisture, etc. 

4. Foyer carpet needs repair/replacement. 

Other Repairs: 

1. Norm Roberge, Rotary Club, will take care of the painting of the inside of the library.  

2. Linda Peter, Town Clerk, is working on getting a safe for the Town Clerk’s Office.  Floor needs to be reinforced prior to the safe being installed.  (Safe weighs 900 lbs.)  Kyle has estimated cost of this to be between $200 - $250.  

RENE OUELETTE, SCHOOL BOARD: 

Rene Ouelette, School Board Member, brought the Selectmen up to date on miscellaneous items as follows: 

1. Reported that he had all positive items this evening. 

2. Wanted to thank all three selectmen for their support and work together for getting the generator passed at Town Meeting.  The presentation was well done, thoughtful and in depth.  Felt we worked together fine and was glad to see the generator purchase approved with a 4-1 vote.  

3. Les Hammond stated he really appreciated the job that Rene did. It was a good group effort.  

4. Rene stated that the school has almost new heating equipment which is computer driven.  They are in the process of hooking it into the generator so the heat stays on via generator during a power outage.  

5. Brent Rogers has stated that the snow removal for the school has gone very well this year.  The walkways are save for the children after the snow storms, etc.  

6. Asphalt in the parking area is in poor condition.  Brent is at the school most of the summer.  

7. Selectmen agreed upon giving $1,000 to the school kitchen for supplies, etc. 

State Board of Education has advised us that there can be no co-mingling of federal funds for the school lunch program with others.  We are working this out.  

8. Need to get signed agreements worked out so all parties are aware of arrangements, etc. 

Les Hammond asked the following questions/comments: 

1. Is the parking adequate? 

Rene Ouelette stated the parking problem is most noticeable during recreation/basketball games.  May have to look at whether we need more spaces. 

2. Hugh Sherman is trying to work an arrangement to get a soccer field from Gerry Williams.  He still has to work out the details.   

3. Still looking for members to serve on the Recreation Committee.  Asked about the possibility of putting a notice in the School Newsletter.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, brought the Selectmen up to date on the following items: 

1. Via a Grant from Vital Records, the Town Clerk’s Office has obtained a vacuum with a filter, etc. at no cost to the Town. 

2. Also has obtained a HOBO DATA LOGGER through a Grant Program which measures, light, humidity, etc. for records at no cost to the Town.  This was received through a Vital Records Preservation Grant.  

3. In the process of receiving a safe which weighs over 800 lbs.  Repairs to “shore” up the building will be between $200 - $250.  This was received through a Vital Records Preservation Grant.   Grant will reimburse the Town for costs of repairs, etc.  

4. Looking at possible items to purchase from the remainder of the Grant.  Possibility of having Vital Records micro filmed.  State Archives will keep one micro filmcopy and the Town will also keep one.  

5. Talked about the possibility of alarming the Town Clerk/Tax Collector’s Office.  Will get estimates.  

6. Rebecca Rolke’s complete vault inventory is almost done.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Selectmen need to sit down with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to talk about upgrading culverts, especially if we are going to continue to have flooding as we have had in the last two springs.   Especially the box culverts need to be looked at. 

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at 8:00 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
