GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Town Hall Roof Repairs: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, reported that he had spoken with Frank Iberger regarding the composite roof replacement for the Town Hall.  F. Iberger will get back to the Selectmen. 


Flood Control Money: 

Mert Mann reported that he wanted the record to show that he sent a thank you note  congratulating Rep. Eric Anderson who served on the Senate Finance Committee for being instrumental is seeing that the Flood Monies for Dunbarton get back into the Department of Revenue Administration’s budget.  There was $300,000 taken out for whatever reason.  The Town of Dunbarton receives between $79,000 - $80,000 Flood Reimbursement monies each year.  

Mert Mann and Barbara Reid attended the Legislative Hearing for the Department of Revenue Administration budget and were able to alert the Committee as to the deficiency within the budget.  Rep. Eric Anderson, a member of the Committee, was instrumental in seeing that the funding was put back into the budget.  There will be no lapses in funding for Dunbarton.  

Deeds:

Building Department has asked what the Selectmen want to do about review of deeds to the Town of Dunbarton.  In the past, Ken Swayze has done this. 

The Selectmen agreed not to forward deeds to Town Counsel for review.  

Town Library: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented a letter from the Town Library requesting various repairs to the Library. 

Selectmen agreed to have Kyle Parker, Building Department, look at the Library requested repairs.
