MINUTES OF MEETING

The regularly scheduled weekly  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – DEPARTMENT HEADS, SUPERVISORS – TO DISCUSS DEPARTMENT POLICY REGARDING FUEL DISTRIBUTION FOR TOWN VEHICLES

Chairman Les Hammond explained that the Town was incorporating a new system for gas/diesel distribution at the Town Garage.  There has been a problem, and it will be addressed through the courts.  We have made changes so this problem does not happen again. 

The new system will assign a key to each vehicle with a license number.  We will have a list of what key goes with what vehicle.  When you fuel up, you will have to shut the car off.  You need the ignition key and therefore, cannot leave the gas key behind.  This is the way we will take care of this problem.  We know exactly what key and vehicle is getting fuel.  

Les Hammond asked each Department how many fuel keys they should be assigned.  Response was as follows: 

Fire Department


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, noted there are two gas vehicles and one key in a locked cabinet for filling up 5 gallon cans when needed.  Also needs 6 diesel keys.  


Total of  3 gas  keys


Total of 6 diesel  keys

Police Department


Three full-time officers and one other Department vehicle for part-time.

No Diesel keys needed

Transfer Station


Patrick “Woody” Bowne stated he only needed two keys, one for gas and one for diesel fuel.  He stated he kept track of fuel usage through a system of listing gasoline used per vehicle, etc.

Highway Department


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he needed one gas key and one diesel key and diesel keys for each of the sub-contractors (5)  (snow plowing) for a total of one gas key and 6 diesel keys.

Les Hammond explained that these new  gas keys cannot be used without the vehicle key.  There can be no use by personal vehicles.  Personal use is against the law because of the Gasoline Tax Regulations.    The Town Office will be reissuing keys next week.    There is also a lock on each pump.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Dredge and Fill Permit – Guinea Road

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had received a call from George Holt, Dunbarton Conservation Commission, regarding Guinea Road improvements.  He stated that Lyman was doing improvements to Guinea Road and had required a Dredge and Fill Permit to be signed.  Mr. Lyman informed Jeff Crosby that he was told by the Town  that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent,  should sign the Dredge and Fill Permit on behalf of the Town of Dunbarton.   Peter Schauer needed a landowner’s signature as soon as possible.  The permit went to George Holt.  George Holt felt the permit should be signed by the applicant and not the agent of the Town.  The applicant (Lyman) was the one doing the repairs which was a condition of a previously granted subdivision, etc.  

Selectmen reached a consensus that the road was a Class VI Road at this time, but was still under the jurisdiction of the Town.  Therefore, technically the Board of Selectmen could sign the Permit form on behalf of the Town or possibly the Road Agent. 

FEMA

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, informed Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, that FEMA was looking for estimates for Flood Damage from the last storm.  Both Jeff Crosby and Allen Sheldon can go to FEMA Offices to report damages for possible reimbursement, etc.  

Town Garage

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, reported that Ralph Fellbaum has recommended that we cut vent holes in the ends of the Town Shed to get more ventilation.  In addition, he has put on a roof vent.  

BRIAN NORDLE, CHAIRMAN OF PLANNING BOARD – TO DISCUSS APPOINTMENTS

Brian Nordle, Chairman, Planning Board, appeared before the Board of Selectmen along with Ken Swayze, Co-Chairman of the Planning Board.  They brought up the following items for discussion:
