The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 P.M. – LAKE GORHAM ASSOCIATION AND MEMBERS OF THE CONSERVATION COMMISSION REGARDING MILFOIL AT GORHAM POND

Lou Costa, Gorham Pond, stated that Milfoil has come back to Gorham Pond.   The following points were brought up:

1. In the past, the Dunbarton Conservation Commission worked with a company out of Massachusetts to treat the pond.  They worked with Department of Environmental Services and obtained a $4,000 grant. 

2.  The total cost last time which was three years ago was $60,000.  The treatment is only good for two years.  

3.  A report has to be done on all the bodies of water in the State, and the state will schedule coming down to do Gorham Pond, etc.  A long term management plan is required before DES will consider treatment.  Plans are on the internet.  Can draw up a plan to fit your Town. 

4.  It will be impossible to treat the Milfoil this year because of the time frame. 

5.  Because of the public boat dock, milfoil has become more of a problem. 

6. Asked if the Town would agree to pay for the treatment along with the State.  Asked if they could have the boat launch area closed for a number of years.  


a.  Selectmen felt the boat launch could not be closed because it is a State Facility.  

7. In addition to milfoil, since the last flooding, there are “mud bogs” and “weed islands” floating around the pond.   Eventually, the pond will die unless we get rid of the milfoil..  

8. Biggest concern is the milfoil at this point.  

9. According to the statistics, milfoil grows 365 days a year @ 1” per day.  

10. Presently, there is 4” – 6” sticking out of the water.  Eventually, the pond will die if the milfoil is not treated. 

11. There are several ways of treating milfoil as follows:   The chemical treatment is the best way to go.  

a. Pellets last more than two years. 

b. Liquid (which we used three years ago) only lasts two years. 

c. Scuba divers which pull the roots, etc. 

d. Dredging which also takes soil, fish, etc.  Not recommended.

12. State will not take any action until a long term plan is in place.   State of New Hampshire has to approve whatever action we decide to take. 

13. There are hardly any boats on the water this year. 

14. Can the Conservation Commission become involved in this?

a. Conservation Commission will discuss their involvement at their next meeting which will be held on Tuesday, July 10, 2007 @ 7:30 p.m.  

15. Ann Marie Merrill, Gorham Pond Association, stated that the Association is not responsible for the entire lake.  We are just overseeing the two beaches, etc.  We do not have control of all the property.  The Association was formed in 1958.   There is no control of the boats coming in and out at the public boat launch.  

16. Lou DiBerio, Gorham Pond Resident, stated he would be willing to serve on a Committee for  treating the milfoil, etc.  He also will be working on developing the plan for treatment, etc.  

17. Mert Mann, Selectmen, will serve as the Selectmen’s Representative on a Committee for treating the milfoil.  He will attend the Conservation Commission Meeting on July 10.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 

Speed Limit Signs on Old Mill Brook Road:

1. Selectmen agreed to request the Road Agent to put two 5 MPH speed limit signs on Old Mill Brook Road as requested by the Court.

Speed Bump and Speed Limit Reduction for Gorham Pond Road: 

1. Selectmen advised that the request for a speed bump and a reduced speed limit be forwarded to the Highway Safety Committee for action. 

a. If a speed bump is placed, it must be removed before winter plowing.

Town Hall Roof Contract: 

1. Selectmen agreed on  Slate Green for the color of the Town Hall Roof slates.  

JANICE VANDEBOGART, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 


Bid Policy for Boundary Work at Kimball Pond Conservation Land:

1. Brought up a possible contract that the Dunbarton Conservation Commission would like to have with Jacques Belanger Surveying to blaze and paint boundaries at Kimball Pond Conservation land.  He has done this in the past so has information on file to refer to, etc.  

Selectmen reached a consensus that Jacques Belanger Surveying could do the work if it is less than $10,000.  

Planning Board Potential Members: 

Mike Guiney, Kelsey Road, has requested that his name be put on the list as a possible member for the Planning Board. 

Jason  Davies, Jacqueline Drive, has also requested to be a possible member on the Planning Board. 

Selectmen will take all names under advisement. 

Transfer Station – Patrick “Woody” Bownes: 

Reported that the Compactor is not operating and will not be fixed until next week.  It is an electrical problem again.  

Ernie Gagne, Electrician, will move the converter to be closer to the compactor.  Hopefully, this will help the situation.

Plumbing Contract: 

Need clarification on the plumbing contract.  Dunbarton Fuel presently working on the new furnace.  This will be a large ticket item.  Dunbarton Fuel have agreed not to increase their price from last year’s prices, etc. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the contract for plumbing be continued for another year at the same price as previously and that they start construction on the furnace replacement.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Bid for Paint and Wood Repairs for the Town Offices:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will put the bid out for the painting and wood repairs for the Town Offices.  

Town Hall Repairs:  

Kyle Parker will do repairs on the front balconies of the Town Hall.  

Gazebo:

Gazebo will arrive at the end of July, first of August.  Need to have a secure place to put it.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he would make room at the Town Garage for the Gazebo.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he would like to continue with Pike for the paving contract.  

1. Stated he will need about 1,100 tons of paving to do Robert Rogers Road.  

2. Will take about 6 weeks to do all the paving, etc. on Robert Rogers Road.   Would like to get it done before school starts. 

Selectmen stated that anything over $10,000 must get three estimates.  

Winter Road Salt:  

1. Winter Road Salt will be put out for bid.  

Robert Rogers Road:  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had contacted Don Mayo regarding the repairs he will be doing on Robert Rogers Road.  Jeff has dug four test pits, and there is no ledge in the vicinity he would like to put culverts/piping.  Jeff Crosby would like to put in a 15” corrugated  pipe and put perforated pipe in also for drainage.  

Don Mayo, Town Engineer, has stated that because the Town requires subdivisions to have concrete culverts, he feels the Town should put in concrete pipes also.  They are all on the side of the road and are not under the road.  The cost is $6.49/ft. for a corrugated pipe versus $25/ft. for concrete.  This is a significant amount of money for the Town.  

Eric and Hillary Hodgman have agreed they are willing to let the Town have a wide gravel shoulder on their property for improvements on Robert Rogers Road.  This will provide us with a nice shoulder to work with.  

Are planning on trimming limbs on large maple tree by the Telephone Company.  Have checked with David Montgomery, Dunbarton Telephone Company, and they are okay with trimming, etc.  

Gordon Cheevers has no problem with taking all the trees from his side of the road.  

In addition, there are two dead pine trees at the school which need to be taken down.  

Will also contact Mike McKee, Robert Rogers Road regarding improvements, etc.  

Paul Bruzga: 

Paul Bruzga has requested that the Town replace boundary pins at his property on Twist Hill Road that he states the Town destroyed, etc.  

Jeff Crosby has contacted Art Siciliano, Surveyor, about resetting the pins.  

Other Paving:  

Les Hammond asked if there were plans to finish the paving on Black Brook Road this year.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, indicated that after the repairs and paving are done on Robert Rogers Road, there is a possibility they could do some paving on Black Brook Road.  

Asked about the possibility of putting fill from Robert Rogers road work at the rear of the school parking lot.  Asked if there were any immediate plans to add onto the school parking lot.  

Center Cemetery Proposed Road: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had met with the Cemetery Trustees regarding the proposed roadway for the Center Cemetery.  

Selectmen indicated there was only money in the budget for mapping and none for the roadway.   They stated the Trustees need to lay out a plan for the road.  Can’t just cut in a road with no plan.  Cemetery Trustees will be meeting on Tuesday, July 3, 2007.  

Road Conditions on Everett Dam Road: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated they are getting complaints about the condition of Everett Dam Road.   Everett Dam Road is under the jurisdiction of the State of New Hampshire for repairs and not the Town of Dunbarton.  

Suggested that the Selectmen write a letter to District V, DOT  about the condition of Everett Dam Road.  

Speed Limit Signs to be posted on Old Mill Brook Road:

Selectmen requested the Road Agent to put up two Speed Limit signs stating 5 MPH on Old Mill Brook Road.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
