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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  JULY 12,  2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled summer bi-weekly meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – CEMETERY TRUSTEES AND ROAD AGENT:  RE:  CEMETERY IMPROVEMENTS

Brian Pike and Kory MacCubbin, Cemetery Trustees, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss possible cemetery improvements.  In addition, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, was also present.  Items were discussed as follows: 

1. Brian Pike stated they were considering putting in a perimeter road around the cemetery. 

Les Hammond stated in order to do any road work within the cemetery, they need to have a plan showing grades and cuts, etc.  In addition, test pits need to be done.   This had been discussed last year with the Cemetery Trustees and the Selectmen.  In addition, the Trustees did not allocate any money for the road construction within their budget for 2007. 

2. Brian Pike stated they had $13,000 within their budget which they could use any way the Trustees felt it should be expended. 

Les Hammond pointed out that the budget must be spent according to the line items.  This is how the Town residents vote it in.   In addition, they must save out monies for the cemetery mowing, fences repair, etc.  

Brian Pike indicated that after the mowing is deducted, there would be $8,000 - $9,000 available for the road construction.  

3. Cemetery Trustees stated they felt a road plan was unnecessary because it will just be a dirt road.  They are planning on proceeding with just putting in the perimeter road without a plan.  

4. With regard to the fence at Pages Corner, the Cemetery Trustees stated they are planning on taking it down a little at a time.  This way it will not be such a drastic change.  They do not plan on replacing the fence.  

5. With regard to loam, the Cemetery Trustees indicated they had sufficient amount already stockpiled.  

6. Les Hammond indicated that graves have already been sold in the area referred to.  Because of this, it will be very tight.  Don’t know if there is room to put a 10’ road.  It will be tight where you have to make the turn.  In addition, there are stumps buried in the area.  This should be determined before any construction on the road is started.  Les Hammond stated you have got to shoot grades and have test pits before anything is done.  You need to know what is there before you start construction.  This is the reason for the plan, etc.  

7. Brian Pike stated that if Ron Boynton comes to the Selectmen regarding issues, the Selectmen need to tell him that he must come to the Cemetery Trustees.  

8. Les Hammond asked if the Hearse House was where the Cemetery Trustees wanted it.  They indicated it was.  

9. Ramps for the Hearse House have been donated by Lowe’s. 

10. Dedication for the Hearse House is scheduled for Saturday, August 11, 2007.

TOWN ADMINISTRATOR/DEPARTMENT HEADS:


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator:  


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items for Selectmen’s action: 

1. Financial Report MS-5 to be signed by Selectmen.

2. Management Letter from Auditors

3. Board of Assessors has scheduled a meeting Tuesday, July 17, 2007 regarding preserving  Historic Barns and tax incentives.  Historical Society, Historic Awareness Committee, and interested residents with historic barns have been invited to attend.  There will be a person from Orford present who is knowledgeable regarding preserving barns, the tax incentives and also explain the penalties if you don’t uphold the agreement regarding the barn.  Possibility of  20% of the valuation penalty.  

4. Pandemic Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, July 17, 2007 in the morning. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent:   

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, brought up the following items for discussion: 

1. Paul Bruzga wants bound set that he says Town moved, etc.  Jeff has contacted Art Siciliano, Surveyor, who did the survey.  

2. Last meeting, Mert Mann suggested asking Pike about possibly honoring the same price for paving as last year.   Based on this, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, contacted Pike Industries and they are willing to honor last year’s bid price for paving for Dunbarton.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated we will need about 1,000 tons of asphalt.  

3. In addition, Pike will take care of the flagging when paving.  

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the continuation of Pike Industries at the same bid price as last year for Dunbarton’s paving needs for this year.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

4. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he has spoken with neighbors along Robert Rogers Road regarding improvements and they are all in agreement, etc. 

5. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, has spoken with Bogart’s regarding water problems from the school.  Water was coming from behind the barn.   Water started becoming an issue after the Community Center was built and drainage culvert put in, etc.  Water follows a path which used to be between the home and the school.   He will try to work something out to correct the problem.
