GENERAL BUSINESS:

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported the following to the Board of Selectmen:  


1.  Transfer Station - Accident: 

Dave Maderes, Transfer Station employee, had an accident with the Transfer Station pickup.  The accident was not his fault.  The truck is totaled.  The Insurance Company valued the truck at $7,600 and with the $1,000 deductible on the policy, the Town will be paid $6,600.  

Patrick “Woody” Bowne will look at the State Auction for a replacement vehicle.  The Auction is to be held on October 13, 2007.  

The total amount to repair the truck would be $8,324.  The truck only has a value of $7,600 therefore the insurance company totaled it.  

If the Selectmen agree with this settlement, they need to sign the title, etc.

7. Police Dispatch Cost  Increase:

8. Town Clerk: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, reported that she had received a Ten Year Certificate for the Town Clerk’s Association for being Town Clerk for Dunbarton for ten years.
