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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  SEPTEMBER 20,   2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:  

1. Selectmen reviewed agreement with Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission for the annual update of the CIP.  It was noted that this had been agreed upon during the 2007 budget preparations.  Cost will be $3,000 and $160 for 20 bound copies for a total of $3,160. 

MOTION:  

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the contract for Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission to update the Dunbarton CIP at a total cost of $3,160.    Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

2. Selectmen reviewed invoice in the amount of $796  received from Kyle Parker for Bandstand

       work.  It was noted that Donna Dunn wanted the invoice paid from the regular Building

       Department account instead of the Bandstand account.   

       Selectmen agreed that the invoice  should be paid from the Bandstand Account and not

      Town funds.  Invoice will be returned to Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, for

       payment from Bandstand Account. 

3.  Selectmen reviewed letter received from Riding Academy concerning proposed apartment in barn.  The Dunbarton Building Department had contacted them regarding an apartment which showed on the plans which did not have Building Department approval, etc.  They were notified that if they had an apartment in the barn, they would need a Special Exception from the Zoning Board of Adjustment.   They have removed the apartment from the plans for the barn.  

4. Brian Nordle, Chairman, Dunbarton Planning Board, will be making recommendations for Alternates to the Dunbarton Planning Board.  It was noted that David Breault was now an Alternate instead of a Full-Time Member.  

5. Sharon Wasson, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, will be presenting a budget showing Impact Fees Regulations, updating Dunbarton Zoning Regulations, Well Water Protection Plans, Tally of the Roads, Analysis of Administration of what we need for Planning and Zoning, etc.  

Les Hammond stated he has spoken with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, and the Road Tally is already completed so there is no need to do it.  

It was noted that Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission provides Stephanie Alexander to Towns as a resource for review of whatever plans Towns have, etc.  We would plan on dropping the Road Tally and pick up this service.  

These services are all available through CTAP Grants.  

6. Les Hammond reported that two sides of the Town Hall roof are now completed.  FBI is presently working on the third side.  

Les Hammond will contact Herve Verville regarding painting schedule for the Town Hall.  

7. Kyle Parker will be doing maintenance at the Town Hall i.e. water faucet and balconies once the roof is completed.  

8. Selectmen unsure if J. R. Swindlehurst has done any further work regarding getting heat into the Tax Collector’s Office. 

9. Final coat has been put on Town Garages.  We will be looking at the School Parking Lot sealing and painting of lines next year.  Have taken down two dead pine trees.  Generally, in good shape.  

10. Historical Society Ham and Bean Supper at Old Home Day was a success.  Estimated that they served 150-160 people.  Made approximately $1,100 clear.  Tables worked out well in that they could set them all up prior to the supper.  People did not have to leave for resetting.  

11. Les Hammond spoke with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, and he will finish getting dirt at the Historical Society and grading it off. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
