MINUTES OF MEETING

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

GENERAL BUSINESS:  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion: 

1. Signing of Minutes: 

Selectmen signed the following minutes:  September 13, September 20, and September 27 (AM), 2007. 

2.    Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission:


    Sharon Wasson, Director, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission,

       forwarded a proposal for updating the CIP for Dunbarton for the coming year at a cost of

       $3,000 plus $160 for 20 hard bound copies. 

3.   Purgatory Pond Road Petition:

The Selectmen’s Office received a Petition from residents in the area of Purgatory Pond Road requesting that Purgatory Pond Road be changed from a Class VI Road to a Class V Scenic Road in order that it gets plowed and receives some maintenance.  

The Selectmen asked Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, to research the RSA’s to find out the correct procedure to start the process.  

4.    Milfoil:

Mert Mann stated that he had spoken with Amy Smagula regarding Milfoil treatment at Gorham Pond.  She stated she would put us on the list for next year for treatment.  Have sent copies of information and guidelines to Janice VandeBogart.  It is a Grant process and that is why we need bids.  Will just be treating Gorham Pond next year.  

Les Hammond asked about Kimball Pond.  It was noted that this is a three year rotation.  Ponds have to be treated every three years.  Mert Mann stated that as far as he was aware, Gorham Pond was the only complaint we had received.   It has to be a municipality or association that applies for the Grant.  

5.    Town Hall Roof: 

It was reported that the Town Hall Roof will be completed within the next couple of days.  

6.    Painting of Town Hall:  

       It was reported that if the painting of the Town Hall is not able to get completed this year, the

       monies will be carried forward into next year. 

7.   Fixing up Town Hall: 

Selectmen discussed possibility of fixing up Town Hall in the future.  Will need an elevator for handicapped access.  

8.    School Parking Lot: 

Mert Mann reported that Rene Ouellet had spoken to Brett Rogers, Principal of the school and   he has agreed that we can wait until next year for redoing the parking lot at the school. 

9.    $1,000 School Maintenance:  

$1,000 should be transferred to the School for maintenance, etc.  Refrigerator needs replacement.  

10. Balconies at Town Hall: 

Kyle Parker reported that the balconies will be cleaned up and put molding around the bottom.  They are not in bad shape.  

11. Town Hall Roof: 

Roofer reported that when they took off the slate, the boards were in good condition.  Only $200 in repairs.  

12. Hearse House: 

Fred Mullen has suggested that we should consider securing the Hearse House from winds, etc.  The way it is now with an air space underneath, the wind could pick it up and blow it over.  Also should be aware of possible vandalism of tipping it over, etc. 

13. Barn Preservation Easement:

The Board of Assessors has started work on the Barn Preservation Easement for barns over 70 years old.  They have decided to go ahead with the program.  Will review the guidelines and gear them to Dunbarton.  All costs will be borne by the applicant.  There are hearing costs, advertising and legal costs.  All residents have a right to apply.  Someone has to inspect the barns every year.  The owner has to prove that they are making the improvements as agreed to in the easement.  Can take off as much as 75% of the assessed value.  The penalty for not adhering is 20% of the market value of the barn.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
