Rene Forcier, jointed the meeting at 9:40 a.m.

It was noted that the meeting had been posed at the Dunbarton Town Office and on the internet.  

The meeting was called to order at 9:20 am with Chairman Les Hammond and Selectman Mert Mann present.

It was noted that four (4) bids for the painting of the exterior of the Town Hall/Library were received.  The bids were due on August 31, 2007 at 11:00 am.

The bids were as follows:

1. Herve Verville, Pembroke, NH 03275.   Prime, paint the building, the fire escape and sealer on the wood ramp.  Painting of the building, labor and materials $10,209.72 and sealer on the ramp, $324.80, for a total of $10,534.52.   The fire escape would be done for an extra $1,465.48.    The total bid for all services was $12,000.

2. M & L Maintenance, Litchfield, NH.  $10,948.

3. Englewood Construction, Bedford, NH.   Power wash building, scrap, prime and paint $19,880.  Pointing the windows would be an extra $70 per window, not included in the bid.

4. Noonan Brothers Painting, LLC, Plaistow, NH.  $14,500.

Les Hammond made a phone call to Herve Verville for clarification on his bid regarding the fire escape.    

After some discussion, the motion was made by Les Hammond to accept the bid for painting the Town Hall – Library exterior and the sealer on the ramp, from Herve Verville for $10,534.52 and to accept further his bid to sand and paint the fire escape for $1,465.48 for a total of $12,000 for these services.  The motion was seconded by Mert Mann and the vote was in the affirmative.

Selectman Rene Forcier joined the meeting at 9:40 am.  The other members brought him up to date on the bid vote and he was in agreement.  

There was a brief discussion on the architectural study at the Safety Complex.  Rene Forcier stated that the study had gone to the engineer and should be back for review shortly.    

The Board of Selectmen signed minutes of August 23, 2007.  They will be put on the website this date.

The Selectmen discussed having the road agent and school board member, Rene Oulette come in to their meeting this Thursday to discuss Robert Rogers Road and the school parking lot.  Also, they requested that Old Home Day coordinator, Kim Vaillancourt be asked to come in to review the schedule for Old Home Day.

It was noted that the roof work on the Town Hall / Library building is scheduled to begin this week or early next week.  Following that, the balcony railings will be repaired by Kyle Parker.  At that time the painter should be able to start the painting of the building.  It was noted by Les Hammond that Mr. Verville told him in his phone conversation, that if for some reason the painting could not be done this year, he would honor his bid for next spring.  

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  10:30 a.m.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
