MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  SEPTEMBER 6,   2007

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen resumed their regularly weekly meeting schedule as of this meeting.  The meeting was held at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

7:00 p.m. – JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board to discuss the following items: 

1. Culvert has been put in at Rangeway Road.  Things went well for everyone.  Had to close the road for one hour in total.  Culvert replacement for Rangeway Road is complete. 

2. Division V is supposed to call regarding doing something with the drain and cover at the Intersection of Route 13 and Rangeway Road.   Have not called as yet.  

3. Selectmen asked Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, if he had been able to get everything he needed to get done at the Town Garage completed.  

Jeff Crosby stated two attic vents had been put in.  The main section of the roof was completed last year.  The lean-to will be fine for several years. 

4. Will finish up the salt shed.  All materials are already there. 

5. All set with regard to snow plowing for the winter season.  

KIM VAILLANCOURT – OLD HOME DAY COORDINATOR – DISCUSS OLD HOME DAY SCHEDULE

Kim Vaillancourt presented the following information to the Board of Selectmen regarding Old Home Day: 

1. With regard to the budget, everything is on schedule.  Presented a copy of the budget.  (attached)

2. Have called Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to get horses and cones for road and parking, etc. 

3. Double checked with J. R. Swindlehurst regarding the fireworks.  He is all set. 

4. Stated they have a need for portable parking signs. These would be to direct people to park at the Town Garage.   Asked if she had to raise the money to purchase the signs or does the Town pay for the signs? 

a.  At this point, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that orange cardboard signs are available through the Department of Corrections.  They can be lettered with whatever information is necessary.  They can be fastened to a saw horse.    Cost is $12.00 each.  He stated metal signs would be $45 - $60 each and are also available through the Department of Corrections.   

It was noted that the cost for the signs should be included within the budget for next year.  The signs would be stored at the Town Garage.  

5. Stated that the Historical Society Ham and Bean Supper was left off the schedule because no one had contacted her regarding it.  She did not know the supper was scheduled. 

6. Mert Mann stated that the Historical Society did not have enough tables for their supper last year.  They were told they could not use the tables that had to be taken down, etc.  Because of this, people were asked to leave because they had to reset the tables for additional people coming in, etc.  This was very inconvenient.  Would like to get this resolved this year.  The supper is scheduled for 130 people.  Would like to be able to set up this number before the supper starts.  

At this point in the meeting, Rene Ouellet, School Board Representative, arrived.  He was asked who should be contacted with regard to making sure the tables were available for the Historical Society Supper. 

Rene Ouellet stated that Brett Rogers would be the one who should be contacted regarding the tables.  He stated the tables are in a marginal state of repair but Brett will know more.  The tables that come out of the wall are the ones used for the supper.  The custodian is the only one able to take the tables down.  

7. Les Hammond stated the Energy Committee wants to put a table up at Old Home Day.  

8. Kim Vaillancourt stated next year there needs to be a Committee for Old Home Day.  Cannot be handled by one person.   Need someone with computer experience. 

a.  Rene Forcier stated he would be willing to help next year.   

9. Has six girls from Bishop Brady to help her.  They have been very helpful but she needs more hands, etc.  

10. Dunbarton’s budget for Old Home Day is not as great as other surrounding towns.  Every year we have had good donations.  Also received $2,500 from the Town Budget.  

11. Old Home Day Banner needed repairs.  This was an unexpected expense.  

12. PSNH is another expense which we won’t have next year because the power to the gazebo will be available.  Cost $212 to drop a line for power this year. 

13. Selectmen noted that the Town Hall Roof is being replaced at this time.  The area will be roped off from the Public.  Should be sure to stay away from the building.  

14. Have purchased snow fencing to put around the gazebo.   

15. Stated she was trying to encourage non-profits and athletic groups to set up tables.  Am trying to stay away from commercial vendors.   My daughters will be trying to raise money for the new school band instruments, etc.   They will be selling Italian Ice.  

16. Will be at the Town Office on Wednesday to get checks for necessary expenditures.   Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will take care of.  

17. Will be able to pick up a Petty Cash account at the Town Offices on Wednesday. 

At this point in the meeting, Rene Ouellet, School Board Representative, and Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, discussed the issues with the School Parking Lot as follows: 

1. Rene asked whether the school parking lot was going to be paved.  Stated the lines are worn out and people have difficulty with parking, etc.  If the lot is going to be paved in the near future, it would not make sense to paint the parking lines.  

2. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted the final coat of asphalt on Robert Rogers Road was scheduled for the week of September 17, 2007.  At that time, he will talk with Pike Paving to find out what the best course of action would be in regard to the school parking lot. 

3. It was noted with regard to the paving of Robert Rogers Road, they will be working around the school bus schedule.  They cannot pave the parking lot at this time.  Not planning on seal coating the parking lot at this time either.  

4. Rene Ouellet stated that Brett Rogers expressed a concern about the parking lot last year, and the Selectmen told the School Board that it was within the Town’s jurisdiction, and they would take care of it, etc.   The seal coat was what we talked about back then.  In addition, the edges of the pavement are breaking away, etc.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he will have Pike look at the situation and give us an assessment of how best to handle it.  We need to find out what would be the most effective way to handle the situation, etc.  

5. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had spoken with the neighbor to the school regarding runoff and drainage work was done to try to get the water to run in back of the school instead of onto the neighbor’s property.  

6. Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated they have removed two dead pine trees.  The stumps have been ground up and gone. 

7. Rene Ouellet noted the Generator is up and running.  They are looking for someone to maintain the generator.  At the time of purchase, the Selectmen had agreed that the Town Garage employee would be able to handle the maintenance.  Presently, the generator is under a two year contract with the company where it was purchased from.  After that, we need to make sure the generator is maintained on a regular basis.  

a. Presently, the generator undergoes a ten minute test run once a week on Sunday am.  

8. Rene Ouellet stated that they are still dealing with issues with the School heating system.  If there is a power outage, there are some portions of the heating system that do not automatically set themselves to start up.  If a power outage occurs during the weekend, no one is aware of it until Monday am when the building is cold.  

9. Rene Ouellet stated that this year, the School Board is heading into Contract Negotiations, which will take considerable time.  

10. In the past, Dunbarton has been able to contract with New Boston with regard to handling Special Needs Students with language and other issues.   There are between three and six children which need these services in Dunbarton presently.  The Federal Government now has a requirement that Special Needs programs should begin at age three.  Presently, we have three year olds traveling via bus to New Boston.  This is not a good situation.  There could be up to twelve children.  There is a considerable amount of equipment involved.  Have tried to find space in Dunbarton but have been unsuccessful up to now.  New Boston has indicated they may not be able to handle our children.  We have used the Glen Lake Program.  

11. Heating System has a noise from the duct work which we are working on.  

12. Has been little turnover of the staff at the school his year. 

13. All set with the snowplowing arrangements for the winter. 

14. Will plan to meet with the Selectmen on a monthly basis to keep them informed of school issues, etc. 

At this point in the discussion, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated the following with regard to Road Issues: 

1. Received a telephone call from the Shedd’s on Little Lane.  They were going to put in a culvert under the driveway.  In addition, they wanted permission from the Town to put in a Cape Cod type berm on the Town Right of Way to prevent water from the Town Road, etc.  

Jeff Crosby stated that he told them no.  He felt it would be a problem down the road.  

2. Jeff Crosby stated the Dunbarton Planning Board Agenda has Don Lane/Les Hammond project on it for Site Plan Review for September meeting.  What is the Town’s position with regard to the use of Jacqueline Drive for properties within the Town of Bow?  

Mert Mann stated that he attended the meeting in Bow along with the Town Attorney.  The project has to be approved by the Dunbarton Planning Board before the Town of Bow can proceed further, etc.  Mert Mann stated that the Town of Dunbarton is not in favor of having a turn around at the bottom of Jacqueline Drive as requested by the Town of Bow.  Dunbarton doesn’t even do this for Dunbarton students, etc.   There is also the question of having to have a second egress possibly Hawk Lane.  

Jeff Crosby stated it will impact the neighbors on Dunbarton living on Jacqueline Drive.  Don’t see as it would change anything.  It is not a narrow road.  

It was noted there will be ten units and Dunbarton gets nothing out of it.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and review: 

1. Selectmen reviewed letter written from Building Department regarding proposed apartment, etc. 

2. Selectmen signed request for leave from Parick “Woody” Bowne.  

3. Town of Dunbarton portion of taxes has been received  from Merrimack County as follows: 

Previous Year of 2006 - $645,000 (Dunbarton’s portion)

Bill for 2007 -                   736,000         “                  “

Which shows an increase of $90,955 from the year 2006.  It was noted this was the first time the Town had received a bill.  

4. Sharon Wasson, Director, New Hampshire Central Regional Planning Commission, would like to meet with Dunbarton officials regarding various projects, etc. on  Monday, September 10, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. is a tentative time and date.

5. Crop Walk which the Dunbarton Congregational Church is sponsoring will be held on Old Home Day starting at 9:30 a.m.   Contact Rebecca Ray. 

6. Rene Forcier announced that he has a clean bill of health after 16 months of surgeries and chemotherapy.  Great for Rene!!!!!!

7. Rene Forcier stated that Police Chief Connelly is looking into other dispatch services because Bow has gone up considerably for dispatching.  The bill for dispatch services for this year will be around $50,000. 

8. Les Hammond asked if the problem between not having radio communication between the Fire Department and the Police Department has been resolved.  

Unknown at this time. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
