The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting. 

DONNA MEUSE, WELFARE DIRECTOR: TO DISCUSS THE PROPOSED WELFARE BUDGET FOR 2008


Donna Meuse, Welfare Director, appeared before the Board to discuss the Welfare Budget as follows: 

1. Stated that last year expenditures were only $285.72 because of the fact that the requests could be handled by other agencies such as Fuel Assistance, Prescription Services through Merrimack County and Food Pantries.  

2. Would like to budget the same amount as the previous year ($7,000) because of the possibility of fuel needs.  Fuel Assistance will not be able to handle all the needs for fuel this year.  Fuel Assistance only amounts to a total of $975 so people will be running out, etc.  To most people that is only two or three months of propane, oil, etc.  In February or March they will be coming to the Town for Assistance.  

3. Have 95% of the Welfare Budget remaining for this past year.  

PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION SUPERVISOR:  TO DISCUSS THE PROPOSED BUDGET FOR 2008 – SOLID WASTE DEPARTMENT


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Supervisor, appeared before the Board to discuss his Budget as follows: 

1. Stated he gave a $.50/hour raise to three of the part-time employees.  The other employee, he gave an additional four hours a week instead of a raise.  

2. Overall Transfer Station Budget is down by $10,000 from $209,669 in 2007 to $199,668 in 2008 (Proposed). 

3. The only building needs at this time would be a new panel in one of the overhead doors.  An estimate for this would be $1,500.  

4. In addition, several plumbing issues to be taken care of as follows: 

a. Oil tank is presently plumbed at the outside.  

b. Vent for the bathroom should be vented to the outside instead of the inside.  

c. Monitor heater should be fixed.  Doesn’t work consistently.

d. Should insulate the exterior wall. 

Will provide figures for these maintenance items within the next week. 

5. Equipment Rental reduced by $500

6. Training stayed the same at $350

7. Reference Books stayed the same at $100

8. Sub-contractor Services went up $1,500

9. Supplies & Materials went up $300

10. Telephone went up $162

11. Hazardous Waste went down $760

12. Burnpile Ash & Testing went up $250

13. NRRS Dues stayed the same

14. Incineration went down

15. C&D Removal went down

16. Tire Removal stayed the same

17. Equipment Maintenance went up $10,000

18. Recycling Costs up $270

19. Fuel Costs up by $4,781.  This is just an estimate because of increases. 

20. Fees & Services, Cell Phone is up $125 but now we have coverage. 

21. Fees & Services, Alarm System up only $20

22. Fees & Services, Pager is the same 

23. Uniforms is up a little but we are expecting a new contract.  

Talked about the possibility of having a recycled oil furnace.  The Transfer Station collects approximately 1,600 gallons of used oil per year.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion: 

1. Repairs to  Bridge at Mansion Road.  Brad Clark wants to work with the Town.  The Army Corps of Engineers wants to keep the bridge open. 

Les Hammond will contact Brad Clark. 

2. Letter received from John Lyford, Accountant/Auditor regarding other possible services they could provide the Town. 

CEMETERY TRUSTEES – PROPOSED 2008 BUDGET DISCUSSION: 

Brian Pike, Rich Schaeffer and Koreen MacCubbin appeared before the Board to discuss the 2008 Proposed Cemetery Budget as follows: 

1. Maintenance of Cemetery went up $1,000.

This will include brush hog services and mowing. 

2. Monument Repair stayed the same

3. Corner Stones went up $100.

a. Will continue to have Perry Monument do the Corner Stones. 

4. Fence Repair stayed the same. 

5. Brush Hog services reduced by $4,500 because it is included in Cemetery Maintenance

6. Supplies stayed the same.

7. Loam went down by $400 because they feel they will have loam as a result of the road work, etc.  

8. Cemetery Improvements stayed the same. 

9. Hearse & House Maintenance is a new budget line at $500

a. There was discussion about a Warrant Article to set up a fund for people who donate money towards the Hearse & House, etc.  

10. Overall reduction in the Cemetery Trustees Budget of $3,300.  

It was noted that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will be in next Thursday evening to discuss the Highway Department Budget. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
