The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Town Budget 2008:
Les Hammond, Selectman, stated that there was a press release  in the Concord Monitor recently which stated  that Concord’s Tax Rate will be going up because of a reduction in anticipated revenues and a large increase in Health Benefits expense.  They are not going with full-time employees, and they are going with part-time employees to offset the benefit cost.  

Mert Mann, Selectman, noted that this is the same reason that Dunbarton’s Town Budget for 2008 is increasing.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion by the Selectmen: 

Town Office Septic System: 

1. The toilet in the Town Office does not flush.  If employees are here 8 hours a day, there is a need to use the bathroom.   In addition, the Library is connected into the same system.  

JR Swindlehurst ran a “snake” through it and only went 100 feet and couldn’t get any further.  

Les Hammond stated that in the past, the line that runs next to the Church was filled with roots.  A 100 foot snake won’t reach that far.  He would suggest digging the system up at the Town end and running a snake through from that point.  Would need a snake that is 300 feet or more to go through the system. 

JR Swindlehurst will be contacted.  

Town Office:

2. Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, went down in the cellar of the Town Offices and checked and the pump is taking care of any water.  Things look all okay.

3. Town Offices are closed Monday, February 18, 2008 for President’s Day. 

Other Business:  

4. Selectmen signed all six copies of the Budget and Warrant Articles to be posted for Town Meeting.  

5. Les Hammond, Chairman, asked that Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, contact Patrick “Woody” Bowne regarding having the Town Signs picked up at Pages Corner and the Goffstown/Dunbarton Town Line because they are getting damaged from the heavy snow and plowing, etc.  Would suggest putting them in the Town Offices or the Town Hall until spring.
