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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY,  FEBRUARY 28,   2008

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled weekly meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:00  p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting. 

7:00 P.M. – HEARSE RESTORATION COMMITTEE:  

The Selectmen stated that the 2008 Town Report was dedicated to the Hearse Restoration Committee and acknowledged all the hard work that went into the project.  

The Selectmen stated that they usually hand deliver a copy of the Town Report to the particular people it is dedicated to prior to people receiving it in the mail.  This time the mail went out so fast, it didn’t work out that way.  The Selectmen wanted to thank all the members of the Hearse Restoration Committee.  

Donna Dunn and Gail Martel, Hearse Restoration Committee appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them up to date on the Hearse Restoration Project.  Bob Boynton was down with the flu and Nancy Frost had another commitment so she could not be present.  Jan VandeBogart was also present.   Donna Dunn stated the following:  

1. Stated that things are quiet with not much going on.  They are selling a small amount of postcards.

2. Have the plaque for the Hearse House but have not installed it yet.  

3. Bob Boynton and Donna Dunn checked out the Hearse House.  There is one small place on the west wall where the seam is spread a little so they put a big piece of plastic over the roof of the hearse where the two pieces slide together.  The seam will need caulking.  

4. When you open the Bay Doors, they fly back.  Recommended slide bolts where doors have started to bow.  Divided the projects amongst the three of us. 

Les Hammond asked if they are planning to do landscaping. 

5. Donna Dunn noted there will be bulbs, etc. 

6. Donna Dunn stated that the Dedication of the 2008 Town Report to the Hearse Committee was wonderful.  She said there was no way to list all the people who were involved in the project.  

7. It was noted that the Committee officially expires at Town Meeting 2008.  

8. Mentioned the possibility of forming a Cobbler Shop Committee.  They have already ordered a book from South Berwick, Maine regarding Cobbler Shops, etc.  

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Planning Board:  


Request for Extension from Don Lane/Les Hammond, ENVSN:

Mert Mann, Selectman, read a letter from Alison Vallieres, Secretary of the Planning Board, requesting a 60 day extension for the Don Lane/Les Hammond, ENVSN Project.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen grant the requested 60 day extension for the Don Lane/Les Hammond, ENVSN Project.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a majority vote with Les Hammond recusing himself because he was one of the applicants.  

Appointment of Alternate Member – Planning Board:

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint George Holt as an Alternate to the Dunbarton Planning Board for a three year term ending in March 2011.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  

Rene Forcier asked how long it had been since George Holt had been a member of the Dunbarton Planning Board.  It was noted that three or four years ago.  

The motion passed unanimously.  

7:15 P.M. – LORI DAVIS:  REGARDING SNOW REMOVAL AND QUESTIONS REGARDING COMMITTEES: 


Lori Davis appeared before the Board with the following questions and comments: 

1. Stated she really appreciated the time the Selectmen spent last week answering her questions.  It was a nice experience.  Stated she had a neighbor with concerns, etc.  

Selectmen stated they needed to know the name of the complainant before they could address their concerns, etc.  Other than that, it is only hearsay.  

2. Asked who is in charge of the snow removal for the Town. 

The Selectmen noted that the Road Agent is in charge of snow removal. 

She stated that someone brought a heavy piece of equipment up to the school to use for snow removal and apparently did damage, etc.  Why didn’t they use a snow blower instead of the large piece of equipment?

The Selectmen responded that this was the Skid Steer from the Transfer Station, and permission was received from the Selectmen prior to moving of the Skid Steer to the School for snow removal.  

7:30 P. M. – TOWN CLERK, LINDA PETERS: REGARDING DEPUTY TOWN CLERK: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to report that Carol A. Harman, Deputy Town Clerk, had recently resigned for personal reasons.  She stated she would like the Selectmen to appoint Darlene Leone as Deputy Town Clerk with a starting salary of $13.00/hour with a three month review, at which time her salary will increase to $13.25/hour.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Darlene Leone as Deputy Town Clerk at a salary of $13.00/hour which will increase to $13.25/hour after a three month review.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Town Meeting 2008:

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, will be responsible for the ordering of soup/sandwiches for Town Meeting for Officials.
